The regular quarter ly meeting Of the joint 

conferences of St. Vincent De Paul met in 
St. Michael’s Cathedral yesterday afternoon 
to diHcnaa the seasoh’s work and hear the re* 
ports from each conference and the Hospital 
Committee. His Grace Archbishop Walsh 
was chairman, there being present fully 500 
members of the various bodies. The reports 
showed during the winter the society had 
afforded relief to the Catholic poor to 
amount of $2200, while the Hospital Com­
mittee had expended 1600, making a total of 
*2800. The expenditure was much ahead of 
the seasons ot 1889 and ’90, but notwith­
standing this fact there was still a small bal­
ance on hand

A resolution expressive of the loss sus­
tained by the society in the death of the 
late Vicar-General was passed, after 
which Hi 8 Grace gave a short address He 
congratulated the members on the good work 
they had accomplished and promised that in 
the future be would take a more active interest 
in the well-being of the society than he had 
formerly. He regretted that the conference 
of St. Michael’s was not up to the mark, but 
he would see that it was invigorated. _ 
uiged that the missions at the Central Prison, 
Jail and Hospital be continued with the same 
vigor as of old, but deprecated any inter­
ferences with the lama toe of the House of 
Providence, such as sending, them society 
aid.
