LACROSSE ON THE EXPANSE,

How Canada's National Game Flourishes
in U.8. Colleges,
[From The Philadelphia Record.]

Lacrosse is growing in‘ popular favor. It
is & very lively and exciting gawe, and if
given the support it deserves would soon
rival college football as & sport. .All the
colleges are taking up lacrosse, not only for
the love of the game itself,, but for the bene-
fit derived from it by athletes in the way of
training as well. A man, to play lacrosse as
it should be played, must be a fast runner
and a stayer, for there is no such thing as
rest. Every man, with the possible excep-
tion of the goal-Eseper, is kept on the move
from start to finish and usually at the top of
his speed. In a close game the play surges
up and down the fleld from one extreme end
to the other with such rapidity as to hold
the spectator qull-bound. Dodging is a fine
art in lacrosse, while accuracy in catching
and throwing the ball is of course an ab-
solute necessity in an expert.

C. 8. Powell has‘done more to popularize
lacrosse in this city than any other one man.
Mr. Powell is a native of Canada, where la-
crosse ranks as baseball does in the United
States, but be did very little playing until
he moved to this city in 1884, ﬁe organized
the Linden lacrosse team, the first organiza-
tion of the kind in this section. The Maple
