WARDEN STEPHENSON MISSING.

The King of the Kingston
Road Has Disappeared

BETER MAKING AN ASSIGNMENT.

Liabilities Will Exceed Fifty
Thousand Dollars.

A Resident jof Toronto -}I Viecinity For
sSixty Years, He Becomes Finanotally
Involved and Fites to Escapeé the Dis-
grace Which His Downfall Meant—
Warden of York, Reeve of East To-
ronto, President of the Torento &
scarboro Eleetric B‘lll&ny. Magistriate
of the Village and Prominent Ban
Generally.

Donald George Stephenson, Warden of
the County of York, Reave of East Torontof
Village, Justice of the Peace, President of
the Toronto & Scarboro Electric Railway,
Light & Power Company, member of
Acacia Lodge A.F. & A, M., and of East
Toronto Court LO.F., general Pooh-bah of
East Toronto and King of the Kingston-
road, ismissing, and many creditors are

mourning his sudden exit.

His liabilities ars roughly estimated at
$50,000, while his assets, if they could be
realized on, would probably reach two-
thirds of that amount.

Warden Stephenson left East Toronto on
Monday, July 16, saying that he was going
to Orillia to look after his lumber iuterss(&‘
It had been known for some time that
was in deep water financiaily, but the an-

t of his intended departure ona
visit caused no comment, and nothing was
thought of his absence until the villagers
learned yesterday that he had made an as-
signment of his property to Mr. James Baird
of Allan & Baird, barristers, of this city.

The Facts of the Assignmoent.

Before leaving on his osteasible visit to
Orillia on July 16, Warden Stephenson had a

conference with his bookkeeper,’ A. J.
Thompson, and there and then the form of
assignment was drawn up, Stephenson in-
structing his bookkeeper to fill in the
date | of the assignment for July
23, on which date he was to hand the docu-
ment to Mr. Baird. It is a singular fact
that Mr. Baird only returned from Ather-
ley, thres miles from Orillia, where he was
summering, on the day that the assignment
was dated. Itis also significant that Mr.
Baird was in Orillia on July 16, the day that
Stephenson is accredited with leaving East
Toronto for that town.

The assignmght was handed to Mr, Baird

. Tuesday and whs filed with the clerk .of the
court shortly before 12 o'clock yesterday.

The Missing Warden,

Warden Stephsnson is probably knowa to
almost every man in the county of York.
He waa born in a house at the foot of Church-
street, Toronto, on Ap@l 2 1835, and is conse-
quently 59 years of age. His father wasthe
late George Stephenson, a native of York-
shire, Engiand, who died some years ago,
but his mother isstill a resident of Hfghlan
(lrS([Lol;ng Donald has had an eventful career.
When eleven months old bhe was
taken to Erin, county of Wellington, but two
vears Iater the family returned to Highland

Credk,and it was here that the future warden
received his education at the public school
of whe village. From theage of 12 to 19 he was
employed in his father’s sawmill and hotel at

Highland Creek. Subsequently his father

established him in business with James Nel-
son, now a retired grain merchaut in To-
ronto.

“An Extended Municipal Oareer,

M_. Stephenson was first elected a council-
lor of No.2 Ward, Scarboro, in 1863 and i
beld the office until 1873, when he removed |

* to Scarborn Junction to engage in the lum-
ber business. In 1874 he was elected deputy
reeve and in 1876 was chosen as reeve, which
position he continued to hold for five con-
sesutive years.

In 1884 he removed to East Toronto vil
lage. and for the past 10 years has been re-
garded as the father of the place, having
been elected resve when the village was first
incorporated, and has held the position aver

since.

The Village Pooh-Bah,

He had been associated with every im-
provement made in the village for the:past
decade, and was mainly instrumental in
establishing the Toronto aud Scarboro
Electric Railway, of which he is president,
although not associated with the active
management. His stock in the company is
about $1060.

Mr. Stephenson, who could call every
Scarboro resident by name, was implicitly
trusted, and it is- believed that until within
the past couple of years he fiever betrayed
the trust reposed in bim. People ina pusi-
tion to judge estimate that he must have
been appointed executor of at least 400
estates during the last 20 years, doiog as
much business in that line- as the average
trust company. )

Years ago he was known as the champion
hop, step and jump man of the district, and
later made himself solid with the bicyclers
of the city by macadamizing the Kingston-
road and putting it in proper shape for the
*boys.” 1t was this that won him the sobri-
quet of King of the Kingston-road, and
incidentally secured the presentation of a
bandsome gold-headed cane from the
bicyclers.

A Great Finanoier,

Stephenson, althoughe not exactly a prince
of finance, kuew énough about commercial
business to keép his Head above water. No
later than a few days ago, when Councilor
Ben Morton of East Torento went to the Im-
perial Bank and inquired as to the warden’s
standing, the manager told him that be was
perfectly zood and he should judge easily
worth $50,000.

Stephenson carried two badk accounts,
ope at the Imperial and the other at the
market branch of the Domiaion.

His liabilities at these two bauks will reach
$30,000, but it i understood both banks are
fully secured.

Carried His Ledger in His Head,

Stephenson’s papers were examined by the
essignee yesterday, but. little could be made
of them, as he carried most of his business in
his bead.

It is known, bowever, that Edward
Taylor. or Jones of Scarboro, is liable to the
Dominion and Imperial Banks for $7925, his
name being attacbed to seven notes in these
{:nsmnu;ious. Tuere is an interesting story
in connection with these notes. Job Jones,
& bachelor, but Taylor’s putative father,
died some years ago. ' Shortly before his de-
mise he summoned Stephenson to draw up
bis will. Jounes had decided to leave his
property, & farm valued at $10,000, to his
nepbews. Stephenson induced bim to leave
the farm to his son. Young Taylor, or
$oues, was naturally grateful to Stephenson,
and when he subsequently requested the young
4nun to back hisnotes, Taylor cheerfully did
go, and Stephenson discounted them. Taylor
bas continued to accommmodate Stephenson
for three or four years, thinking that the
notes were met as they matured, whereas

Phpnenson bas remewed them. Instead of

being on Stephenson’s notes for $300 or 8400
as he expected, Taylor now finds that he is
liable for nearly 8&)00 As be is not generally
credited with being worth mors than one-
balf thisamount, the banks will probably
have to look elsewhere fgr the sum owing
them, ;
Mmr. Chapman’s Experience,

“Captain” James Chapman is also finan-
cially interested in Stephenson’s departure.
On Feb. 17 last he made a note for $400 in
favor of Stephenson,payable in four months.
This note, the making of which was witness-
ed by J. D. MoGill of this city, was me!
when it matured on June 17 last, but there
is still a note of $300 signed by

. Chapman (his mark) in the bank. Chap-

man claims that be never signed the note
and tells varions stories as to how his signa-
ture became affixed thereto,  One of thes
tales is that he lodged an information against
a certain party for disorderly conduct at
Brotherson’s Hall and the information
turned out to be a note. The story that he
tells to-day, however, is that he at tached his
signature to what he supposed wasa letter
to Mr. James Baird, since named as the
‘assigoee, and that the note is the outcome.

Made c\nsh‘lornhla Money.

‘When Stephenson removed to East Toron-
to (then York Station) in 1834 he
established a lamber yard and
purchased considerable property from
Mr. Benjamin Morton, This he sold off
in lots, and having established a lumber yard
he sold the purchasers of lots the material
with which to erect their dwellings. For
years he made considerable money, and
finding no difficulty in discounting his paper,
whatever its character, at the bank, bhe be-
came imbued witb the ideatbat he was fated
to be a millionaire and indulged in rash
speculations. When pressed for money he
applied to his friends in the village for help,
and his appeals were met with a ready re-
sponse, Councillor Ben Morton advanced
$600, which is still owing, and others various
amounts,

Had a Wad of Bills,

Finding that he ocould not weather the
financial storm which hovered over him he
decided to flee to escape the disgrace which
failure meant, and collecting together all the
cash be could he decided to levant., The
night before his disappearance two residents
of the village saw him in bis office in Main-
street counting over a large roll of bills
This sum he is supposed to have taken with
bim in his flight togMexico, which,
according to current rumor, was the Re-
public be started for.

The creditors will have considerable real
estate to levy on. Thelumber yard conduct-
od by Stephenson is estimated to be worth
about $2000 and be has unencumbered real
estate to the assessed valueof about $19,000.

The familyr formerly resided at Scar-
boro Juction, but of late have oc-
cupied a palatial residence in Gerrard-
street, the handsomest dwelling east
of the Don, erected at a cost of $12,000, but
the property belongs to his only sou, Genrge,
the well-knowa bicyeler, who also owns tbe

building in Main-street in which the grocery \

which he conducts is located, as well as the
stock.

The disappsarance of the warden was as
much a surprise to the family as to the resi-
dents of East Toronto, His wife, formerly
Miss Lucy Heron, daughtér of William
Heron of the lake shore, Scarboro “Town-
ship, whom be married in 1866, is left be-
hind with five daughters and the son
George.

Notes,

Donald Stephenson is a striking-looking
man and when once met would be readily
recognizad again. Hestands over six feet
high and weighs about 235 or 240 pounds.
His face is quite ruddy, denoting 8 well-fed
men. He is round-shouldered, witii auburn
bair inclined to curl. He wears a Chicago
boot.

On the 13th June last the annual dinuner of
the Warden was given at Victoria Park,
when Mr. Stephenson entertained about 250
guests, and spared- no expeunse to provide for
the epjoyment of those who attended. The
cost of the dinner was in the neighborhood
of $150.

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THE SENATE WILL STAND PAT

AND SEND BACK THE BILL WITH=-
OUT INSTRUCTIONS.

This Decision Reached by the Democratls
in Cancus—In the Chamber Louisiana
Senators sm’ud They Would Oppose
Any Change in the sSugar Schedule—
The Bill May Be HSent Back To-Day.

‘W asHINGTON, July 25.—To-day’s debate
in the Senate on the question of agreeing to
the request of the House of Representatives
for further -gonference on the tariff was not
80 exciting ok of as interesting a character as
was the debate on the first three days, and
there was not an allusion made, except a
very remote one, to the President’s famous
letter to Mr. Wilson. There were three
speeches made, the longest by Senator
Caffery (Dem., La.) and two short ones by
SenatorsjDaniel and jHunton (Dems., Va.).

A Modified Sugar Hounty,

Mr. Caffery’s speech was in advocacy of |

his motion to have a modified sugar bounty
paid for 1894 and in favor ot a fair revenue
duty on sugar. Failing in getting such
protection for the sugar interests of Louisi-
ana, Mr. Caffery declared ‘‘more in sorrow
than in anger”. that himself and his col-
leagues would be forced to antagonize the
bill and to part the ties which now bound
them to the Democratic party.
Favors Taxing Coal and Iron Ore.

The speeches of Senators Daniel and
Hunton were called out by a desire to cor-
rect an error in the Teport ot Mr. Gorman’s
speech of Monday last, which represented
them, with Senators from four or five other
states,as being so inimical to the House bill
that they would have voted against it.
Mr. Daniel declared that he had named
no conditions %o command his vote
and that, whether the bill as it
would be finally fixed in conference
suited him or not, it would have his sup-
port. Mr. Hunton expressed himself in
favor of the proposed duty of 40 centsa
ton on coal and iron ore, and of 40 per cent.
ad val. on sugar, as fair revenue duties, and
hoped that there was patriotism enough ip
the Democrats of both Houses to “‘give and
take.”

A motion was made by Mr. Quay so to
amend the motions of Senators Vilas and
Gray as to put sugar on the free list. The
whole matter then went over -until to-
morrow without action.

THR BILL WILL BE SENT BACK.

And Withont Any Iastructions
Conferees.

WasHINGTON, July 25.—If the action of
to-day’s Democratic caucus is obeyed to-
morrow will witness an end of the Senate
debate on the conference report on the
Tariff bill and the measure will go back to
conference- without instructions. After a
debate running over three hours yesterday
and upwards of that time to-day, Mr. Jarvis’
resolution that the bill be sent back without
instructions was agreed to unanimously,
although at no time did Mr. Vilas give the
assurance to the caucus that he would not
press his motion to strike out the Jdifferen-
tial duty on refined sugar. His final state-
ment to the caucus\was that he would take
the matter under careful" advisement »ad
decide it in hisown mind in the morning:
A BSenator who described the situation
to a United Press reporter said the
impression the rest of the caucus got was
that Mr. Vilas would confer with the
President and be guided by what he ad-
vised. .

Then the resolution that the bill be sent
back to conference withut instructions was
agreed to and the cancus adjourned.

Talked sugar,

Nearly the entire time of the caucus was
taken up in discussion of the sugar duty.
Senators Caffery and Blanchard of Louisiana
sgain announced their intention to vote
against the billif any change were made in
the sugar schedule. Senator Smith (N.J.)
made a vehement; speech, in which he
warned Mr. Vilas that he was trifling with
a weighty subject when he talked of
changing the bill which had been the result
ot so much hard work in the Senate and
which had only passed by a very slim ma-
jority of one vote, r. Smith said that
the number of senators who had been op-
posed to the income tax had been induced
to vote for the bhill because the
schedules relating to the indus-
tries of the great states they re-
presented had been arranged so their
shops would not be compelled to shut up or
their workmen}thrown out of employment.
Becausegthisthad been done Jthey had con-
sented to swallow the income tax and given
their pledge in caucus that they would
stand by the party.

The absence of Senators Murphy and
Irby from the caucus was alluded to as an
indication that the.'bill had lost- ground
since it passed the Senate.

Rumor That the House Will Pass the Bill,

Among the reports current in the House
to-day was one that the Democratic leaders
of the House and Senate had agreed to
bring in a joint resclution adjourning Con-
gress on Saturday, Aug. 4. This, it was
said, would result in expediting the work
in conference on the Tariff ;bill,z0 that
whatever report might be agreed upon
by the conferees must necessarily be
passed within the next 10 days. There is
apparently no doubt that the House is now
willing to accept any fair' report on the
Tariff bill which may come from confer-
ence. It is asserted that in the Senate bill
was brought before the House it would pass
by a large majority with scarcely an hour’s
debate.

LOOKED LIKE A SLAUGHTER HOUSE,

A Convict ** Paddled ’’ a: Elmira Till
/ Blood Ran Down His Legs.

Ermira, N.Y., July 25.—Investigation of
charges of cruelty against Superintendent
Brockway of the Eimira Reformatory was
continued to-day. One of the witnesses, a
former inmate of the institution, testified
that Brockway “‘paddled” him several
timgs. *He paddled me,” said the wit-
ness* “till the blood ran down my legs.”
Conway has been in a bad way physically,
having had trouble with his kidneys, which
resulted in an operation being performed
upon him at Bellevae Hospital, New York.

After being paddled the old trouble re-
turned, and Conway  states that it was
brought on again by the bath-room treat-
ment. “When I was up to the hospital I
asked Dr. Wey why he let Brockway pad-
dle me in the condition I was in. He said
I must not mind a thing like that; it would
give me a good appetite for breakfast.

“The following Wednesday I was pad-
dled again. = After thelbeat.ing I was sent
out to the shop, where I fainted. Then I had
hemorrhage. * The floor was all covered
with blocd. When Dr. Wey came in the
next day he said it looked like a slaughter
house.”

est possible route from the head of the lakes to
navigation on the Atlantic and terminating and
discharging in Toronto, would have the effect of
centralizing a trade there that now seeks the
seaboard by other routes, and this would be the
case whether the St. Lawrence canals were deep-
ened to 20 feet or oply to 14 asat present pro-
posed. This latter depth, giving water  for
cargoes of 100,000 bushels, would enable Toronto
to open up a trade with the Maritime Provinces,
where the grain might be transhipped and return
cargoes of coal, etc., obtained.

should be landed in Toronto from Chieago, Du-
Juth or Fort William, including all charges,
at under two and a-half cents per bushel. .

The Air Line Railway, built, oqni;iped and
operated as set forth in the prospectus I had the
honor of submitting to you laet fall, would pay
at least 10 per cent. on the capital ianvested, and
if it were heartily endorsed by the business men
of Toronto there should be no difficulty in obtain-
ing the capital necessary to build it ($2,500,000)
without asking aid from either municipalities or
Government.

As the Air Line Railway is the only project
that can materially and beneficially affeet the in-
terests of Toronto by centralizing, a large trade
and making it a distributing point, and at so
small a cost, I would beg of you to give the
subject your most earnest attention. I have the

BRITAIN WILL NOT MEDDLE

IN STHE CHINA-JAPAN TROUBLE
UNLESS COMPELLED.

Native Opinion is That an Amicable Set-
tlement Will Be Reached—Meantime
Japan 1is Oonos,trnnng Her Troops
Near Seoul and a Battle is Regarded
as Imminent,

LoxDoN, July- 25.—The Shanghai cor-
respondent of The Central News says:
Numerous rumors of further fighting at
Seoul are current here, but none can be
confirmed. The Coresns continue to men-
ace the Japanese ofgghe Seoul garrison. - In-
telligent native opinion here is that there
will be an amicable settlement in which
the Europeans will have no share.

The Chinese arsenals and arms factories
are busy night and day. The officers of
Chinese gunboats are filling the numerous
vacancies on the vessels with seamen at-
tracted by generous bounties.  There is a
strong impression at the Japanese Legation
here that fighting is in progress in Corea,
although no official notice to that effect has
been received.” The officials at the Chinese
Legation have heard nothing of the reported
sinking of a Chinese transport by a Japa-
nese vessel. They say that their informa-
tion indicates an important improvement in
the situation, and they are hopeful that
peace will be restored if it has been formal-
ly broken.

It.is understood that the British squadron
in Chinese waters has been ordered to defer
its cruise northward. 4

Will Not Interfere Unless Necessary.

The Central News also says: Great Britain
has informed China and Japan that in case
they infringe upon her interests she will
takewhatever steps she may deem necessary,
bat otherwise will not interfere in the pre-
sent dispute. Important cablegrams weresent
this evening to Admiral Freemantle, com-
mander of H.M.S. squadron in Chinese
waters. ‘

Intervention of the United States.

The suggestion that the Uanited States
might intervene in the Coreaa difficulty has
excited much interest here. A despatch
from Shanghai says: ‘““‘Americin residents
here suggest the interference of the United
States as the readiest solution of the
problem, but the European residents do not
regard the suggestion as'serious.”

12,000 Chinese Troops Landed,

Smavcenar, July 25.—It is reported that
12,000 Chinese troops, who sailed on July
20 with eight warships, have been landed in
Corea. This report, although unconfirmed,
has been received with satisfaction by the for-
eign residents of Shanghai. If the facts beas
stated they say the Japanese, who must have
known of the expedition’s plan to land, re-
frained from attack because they had be-
come more amenable to the pacific counsels
of the treaty powers.

Preparing to Attack Seoul,
SHANGHAT, July 25.—Advices from Seoul
say the Japanese military commander at
that place is concentrating his troops with
the intention of attacking the Chinese and
Corean troops, who are entrenched just out-
side the city.

., A Battle Imminent,

Loxpox, July 25.—A vaguely worded
cablegram from Yokohama stating that
the Japanese troops in Corea/ are
marching against the Chinese position and
that a battle is imminent is interpreted
here to mean that the main force of the
Chinese troops is south of the Chemulpo.

The Japanese legation here say there are
only about 200 Chinese troops in Seoul,
while there are between 5000 and 6000
Corean and about 6000 Japanese soldiers
there. :

Japan Does Not Desire War.

W asHINGTON, July 25.—An official of
the Japanese legation said this af.ernoon,
concerning the reported landing of 1000
Russian troops at Gensan, that it was
extremely improbable ' because Russia
would have no interest in landing troops
there except to take part in some
hostilities. In view of the fact
that  Russia has tendered her
good offices to China and Japan
for the settlement ot the present contro-
versy, it does not look from this official’s
point of view~as if Russia would attempt
such an invasion. He was amazed at the
report published that the Corean King
had been kidnapped by the Japanese,
and said it was  ridiculous, for
the reason that Japan was not making war
against Corea. He added: “‘In the event
of war between Japan and 'China the ports
in China and in Corea where the United
States and European powers have received
certain concessions by treaties, would un-
