Granville Vessel Lost.

SCHX CORA B. STRUCK, DURING TER­
RIFIC GALE, ONLY A FEW CABLE 

LENUHT8 FROM SCENE OF HIS­

TORIC WRECK OF THE 

HESPERUS.

Boston, Nov., 25.—The rescue of 
Capl. George Johueoa and his crew, 
of the Granville, N. 8. lumber schr 
Cora B-, wrecked on the Cape Ann 
ledges today, was the most thrilling 
and danger fraught attempt ever re­
corded to the credit of the hardy Glou­
cester life savers.

As the vessel was being pounded to 
p eces in the lerific northeast gale, the 
savers rigged a rope bridge from the 
schooner to the beach. Over tbit 
bridge the crew of the ill-fated vessel 
made their perilous way until shallow 
water was reached, when they dropped 
off and struggled through the suri to 
safety.

The wreck is only a few cables' 
length from the dreded Norman's Woe, 
the scene of the wreck of the Hesperus, 
of which Longfellow wrote.

The Cora B. carried a mixed cargo 
of mrechamlise, foodstuffs aud house­
hold furniture. The crew list is as 
follows : Captain George Johnson, 
Avon Johnson, Harvey Currey and 
John Jackson.

[Sehr. Cora R. hailed from St. 
John N. B. in 1890, was 81 feet long, 
27.2 and, 7.2 deep, registered 99 tons 
and was owned by her master, Capt. 
Geo. S. Johnson, of Lower Granville, 
N, 8.]

New Zealand has become noted for 
its curious birds. The one which, dur­
ing the past few years, has attracted 
most attention is the kea. This bird 
has become a subject ol interest not 
o:ily to the nature list, but also to the 
sheep raisers. Indeed it was the latter 
who first became interested in this bird.

The kea is commonly known as the 
Mountain parrot, but its scientific 
name is the nestor notabilis. It is 
somewhat larger than a pigeon. It 
has a powerful beak, the upper part of 
which is very much curved. The 
colon of its feathers are green, black 
and red.

The Kea formerly lived upon insects 
and berries, and seldom was seen ex­
cept in the mountains. But nearly 40 
years ago the farmers began to find 
their sheep lying dead and torn, where 
their pastures bordered on woodlands. 
Suspicion was placed upon the kea, 
and a war of extjrmiuatiou was com­
menced by sheep growers.

Later scientific men took up the 
matter and defended the kea, claiming 
that it was not a bird of prey so could 
not be responsible lor the death of the 
sheep. As the case against the bird 
was based upon hearsay evidence and 
suspicion, the wisdom of destroying 
the kea was strongly questioned.

But a couple «( years ago Geo. R. 
Morriuer, F. R M. S. of the biology 
department of Canterbury College, 
New Zealand, undertook to investigate 
the matter. He soon established the 
fact that the kea was guilty, but by

what circumstances the insect and 
berry eating binl was changed into a 
fierce bird ol prey, is still unexplained.

It is, however a matter of interest 
to scientists. One theory is that the 
kea, which in search of worms, is accus­
tomed to tear open the vegetable sheep 
a species of lungus-like growth closely 
resembling the back of a sheep, was, 
under the pressure of hunger, led to 
attack the sheep itself. Another the­
ory is that the kea became first accus 
tomed to eat the maggots of the sheep’s 
carcass, then to eat the fle»h of the 
carcass and next to attack the live 
animal.

Mr. Merriner gives an account of 
the manner in which the bird attacks 
the sheep. The kea, generally in 
numbers of two or more, alights in 
the vicinity of a flock of sheep After 
hopping about for a little, one of the 
birds alights ou the rump of the best 
sheep in the flock. If the movement 
of the sheep throws him off" he persists 
and begins to tear the wool from the 
sheep’s loins. Now the bird begins to 
warm up to his work. Holding on by 
his claws and supporting himself by 
bis outstretched wings the assailant 
begins to tear the flesh with his power­
ful beak. The poor sheep from mov­
ing about restlessly now runs about 
wildly, but cannot get away from its 
enemy. When the sheep falls, from 
exhaustion, the other birds join the 
leader in tearing the sheep to pieces. 
Thousands of sheep have been killed in 
this way, and now the war of exter­
mination is on in earnest.

Our National Wastefulness.

SOME FACTS ABOUT THE UNITED STATES

WHICH APPLY WITH EQUAL FORCE 

TO CANADA.

The Geological Survey is sending 
out some most timely and important 
bulletins. It recently issued a warning 
tO'tlie people, in regard to the indie- 
c iniinate and unscientific use of rein­
forced concrete in building. One ol 
its latest bulletins call attentiou to our 
wastefulness in deforestation. It 
shows that we allow more timber to be 
destroyed every year by preventable 
fires than is used in all the lumbe iug in 
dustries. It draws attention to the 
fact that there is an enormous amount 
of coal left and lost in the mines be­
cause of reckless processes, of mining.

l he size of our country nnd its 
enormous natural resources have led 
us to believe that many things were 
inexhaustible, which, as a matter of 
fact, are being utterly and ruthlessly 
wasted at a most extravagant and 
foolish rate. Our people have devel 
oped habits of prodigility which, in a 
country less lavishly favored by nature, 
would spell ultimate national bankrupt­
cy, In the matter of fires, for instance, 
we have reached the point where we 
really expect and plan for terrific loss­
es. As an example, Washington's 
record, which has just been completed, 
shows that there were 470 alarms of 
fire in the year, resulting in damage of 
only $250,000. This is one of the 
lowest and most satisfactory records 
attained by any city in the land ; yet 
these fires have inflicted a damage,

small as we believe it to be, just 350 
per cent greater than that suffered by 
the average of sixteen European cities 
of equal size.

Incidentty all the fire adjustments 
and the other accompaniments of the 
San Francisco disaster have been tab 
ulated and arranged ; and it now trans­
pires that what was supposed to be a 
total damage of about $350,000,000 
amounts to much nearer $600,000,000. 
Only $200,000,000, can properly be 
charged up to insurance, and therefore, 
the country bas suffered a total wiping 
out of existance, an obligation of prop 
erty, to the amount of $400,000,000. 
by that one fire. This is a matter 
worthy of our most serious consider­
ation. It should teach us to build so 
as to make impossible the recurrence 
of such an awful conflagration, a re­
currence that is imminently possible 
now in several- si ties, notably New 
Orleans, Boston and Philadelphia.
