In the bottom
of the box is a gold plate [P
with a ring also of gold, or-
namented with twenty eight
brilliants and an engraved
and enameled inscription,
Tour gold rings at the back
allow of the reliquary being
attached by means of a smalt
chain. : .
This reliquary which is of .JE
great artistic richness and
very fine in appearance, has
been most carefully made. -
In addition to its artistic and
material value, St. Anne’s re-
liquary is an object well de-
serving the pilgrim’s atten-
tion and veneration. Who
