The Sullk pige, have
(1o10 ewl, and wo woîtld rconitmond
tem as a vasltsale brecd Vo maise Vo
slit-giter lit ani cariy lige ; the excellent

quality of' tte mtent, aud extt'eîe simili-
iiess of botue, being profitable qualities.

Seed cats and grass seeds, to the valne
of $41 .80> (icludisig exjîeîses) were pur-

cltaiseil by te Society last spring, and
sold at attetton 111neng te izucîtîhers, reai-
izing s33.3I 1.; and a buisîtel eof Riga fiax
seed iras aise pitrelasoci, but it itot reacit-
il.- uis in te seu'ing seasen, the greatter
part of it roumainis out hatud for aneothor
year. One saînple of it %vas sown ivitit
fIaVeriing resuits, its growt f'ar exceeding
te article grovit lire Ititiierto.
-At eir agricultrai show, heidl iii Qeto-

lier, the dasplay eo' catie iras higiîly cre-
ditable, ilîalîy of te altittiais exitibir.ed
beilig .1 crodat te tîteir cimiers, and suih
as void itot have <isgraceîl shows of
gvreater pretensietîs. Tithe samfles of
graint, rmots, &c., woere comuparatively few,
sud itet very citeice, te geîtet'al rernari
beitxg, Il lad I kîîdwît titis, I ceuld liait e
brougflît nîueh botter from hiome." But a
goodl feeling %vas andultced, and a spiîrit of
etitiatien atîd iînproveîneîtt iostercd
which wiII bc îiaîifestcd iti te lunch
botter saintîtes and nmore mnerous par-
ceis of seeds, &c., siîeîn at mir xîext ex-
htibitiotn, tougli %ve fear our fuds ivili
scarcely :tll'of :iîoter being hieid <lur-
iîtg te etitgsenson.

Owving te tie ititîbiier of Societies iii
thc Ootitnty îaîviig- inîîced, oiir aliot-

tment of te Provincial Grat lias oniy
heeît about otte-itaf filie atuuit outaitced
te ycsr provienis, iier is it likely te, agralî

incrense.
Tite 1pasLt seaison lias itet beeti a very

profitable onie for ouir fainers, te iîay
sud grain crops bot proîaig light, and
p)ot tocs mottcd baffly. Fruit, litewever,
was good, sud te prices of tue produce
Of the dairy and fovl-yardl voîy rernuto-
rative.

Our Society now numbors 52 rmembors,
sud titis itumber wuiîd be _asiiy iucreatsedl
Vo 100, wvere ecdi ue eof our l)resent
inetnbers te exert a littie for this purpose,
aodf ask luis iteiglbour aise te beconte a1
niember. Let uis ail arouse, ourselvos
and etîdeavour Vo stir up our friends, and
especialiy te fariners, aud ]lave tlion
flock in aud sivell te Eist of membors ;

a spir'it cf cîtquiry antd a desire for pro-
gressioni, whiclî rnust evexîtîtate for good.
