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of the wvindow. It had woven the long tlireads
which were to serve as supports of the web,
upon the work of wveaving wvhich it had just
commenced. As 1 looked, it accurred ta me
that I wvould sever one or twvo of the long threads
axnd watch the resuit. No sooner had I cut
them, than the spider darteci off out of sight.
After a fcw minutes it cautiously returned to
the centre of the wveb, and 1 naturaily expected
ta see it at once resume its weaving. But no-
there it stood for a wvhile, looking round as
thougli #hinking wvhat had better be done. Mien
it coinnmcnced travelling up anddo,,vn examining
each thread, until at last it reached a broken
one. No sooner did it discern the break, than
it set ta work splicing and mending iL. Mien
it ivent ta the others in turn, and when tlîey
were ail repaired, it returned ta the centre, and
resu med the wvork of weaving. The littie thing

seemed, ta realize that until those broken parts
%vere repaired Lucre was no use in proceeding
witli the work. ILs web would aiwsays be weak
and insectire.

Dear feilowv worker howv are you wvorking? Is
there a feeling of insecurity ? If sa, why is iL ?
E xamine yourseif. Go back over your past
history since youi first entered the service. Do
you discover a point -%vhere communion with
the Master bas been broken ? Is flot this the
secret of your %veakness ? I beseech you, learn
a lesson from the little spider. Do not proceed
further until ail lias beeti made righit. Remem-
ber vau-T work wvill ever be unsatisfactory. and
unstable if the mainstays of the wveb of your
life's wvork are not properly connected.
