; July 15th is St Swithan's Day.  St. Swithun was conse-
fcmtcd Bishop of Winchester A.D. 838, He devoted himself
!'with great zeal to the work of his Diocese, and was celebrated
 for his humility, as well as his austerity, and works of churity.
s He died July 2nd, A.D., §62, and was buried at his own
1 request outside the church, where men might walk over him,
and the rain water his grave.  In A.D,, 971 the relics were
translated to a vich shrine within the Cathedral; butit is
; recorded that au most violent rain fell on the destined day, and
!continued for thirty-nine days, whence arose the popalar
j notion that if rain on St Swithun’s Day, it will for thirty-
{nine days following. The festival is kept on the 15th in
. honour of this translation, and Winchester Tathedral, which
{ before had been dedicated to St Peter, was now dedicated
ialso to St. Swithun. More than fifty churches in England
targ dedicated to this Saint.
