8ince the dale of our last issue, howe-cr, we
have been visited with a perf-ct storm of
bank fallures if we may fudge from the result
oreated by the suspension of payment by two
other city bauks, the Exchange and Ville Marie.
Full particalars of these disasters wiil be found
on another page of the TRJE WITNESS, ani also
of the * run’” on the old City and District Sav-
ings' bunk, which followed. During Fridny

and Saturday last there was something
very like a anlec among the banks
of  Mnntreal. ut now the excitement
has sub-ided, and busiuess has again

resurmed the ordinary aspect. Without devoilng
this ar icle to a revlew of the cau-es which led
to the suspensions, and o the various effects, it
may be stated that nearly $2,90:¢0 has been
thrown out of co perition {» the banking husl-
ness by tue stoppage of the Exchange nnd Ville
Marle, and that in the long run it wili heall the
better for husiness and for the country. The
losses inm each ense will undoubtedly fuli almnsi
wholly upon the stockholuers, and not upon de-
positors or billboluers.

The directors of the Ville Marie bank held
anotber adjourned meeting with closed doors
to-day, and after a good deal of discus-
sion of the affairs of the bank, decided
to call a meeting of the shareholders
at an early date not yet fixed, to determine
whether or not it is advisalle to resume
gpecie payments. The directors are in favor
of resuming, but the true secret appears
to be that unless by somo unforeseen
circumstances, such a8 a f&peedy pay-
ment of all notes due, etc,, the bank will be
atterly upnable to resume buriness and will
bave no other alternative than to go into
liquidation.

WEREKLY REVIEW OF THE
WHOLERSALE TEADE.

TUESDAY, August 12

The city wholesaletrade presents sca cely any
pew feature of interest, and affords but litle
grope fur comment beyond what has already
been atated in provious reviews. When'ft is re-
me« mbered that country merchants have becn
unusually, but commendably cautious in mak-
ing thelr parchases this season, that the farm-
ers are busy reaping and threshing the harvest,
and, added to all this, that we have had
something like o floancial panic in the
eity, the present qulet state of trade af-
fairs is not to be wondered at. As was expected,
remittances have been generally slow during
the week, but the causes enumerated above are
to bo credited -or this alse. Merchan s, how-
ever, seem. almost 10 forget the presont while
Tooklng forwaid to the things which are to
come. The prospects for the falltrade are every-
wbere reported bet{er than ever before; so far as
western Ontariv is concerned, the harvest is
virt ally over, and the crops have nearly nll
been gathered {n splendid condition ; and i1 the
eastern counties, Glengarry for lnstance, we
understand the crops were never better; the
spring wheat 1s reported exceptionally fine
in this section, As regards fall whent,
one man who had sown flve bushels,
threshed 200 bushels from the ¥yield; another,
Mr. Cross, of Beaudetts, sewed 13 bushels of fall
wheat, and h«s reaped 62 bushels from it. This
will be admitted to be a tremendous yield, and
the grain is smong the finest ever exhibited in
Canada. Peas are reported to be an unpre-
cedentedly good crop, and oats are said to
average 70 bushels to the acre in the vicinity of
Woodsteck and Ingersoll, Ont. Barley is ex-
ceptlonally good all over, and 1§ now pretty
much all {a the barna. Some lots were sold at
our street market to-day at 60c per bushel.

BOOTS AND RHOES.—Business is reported
fair, but the actise demand for fall gnodsex-
pecied for some time past has scarcely com-
menced yet, No advance has yet been estab-
lished in prices, which are quite moderate for
the season.
