Certain Catholic ecucational etatistics, pub-
lished for the first time in a charming bio-
raphy just brouq_ht ont by the Benziger
rothers of New York—the ¢ Life of Mother
St. John Fontbocne,” who revived the Sister
hood of St. Joseph, in France, alter the
Revolution—will surprise and delight Awmeri-
can  Catholics, the best informed of
whom can hard'y reslize the magoitude
of the work which s being quietly
sccomplished here Ly the various insti-
tutes o f teaching religi us, The oze in ques-
tion, the Sisterhood uf 8t. Joseph, was iatro-
duced into Axerica in 1836, by the leght Rev.
Dr. Rosati, first Biehop of S:. Louis, Mo. Its
singular sdaptab lity to the time and need has
been proved by the extraordinary rapidity of its
growth and extension over the United Statea
and Canada.  In uamber of nuns and pupils it
far exceeds any other religivus community of
women in this country, having a membership of
2,213 and 58,533 pupils,
Its statistica fur the United States and Canada
are: 2,543 religiousiacharge of 60 academies
and 249 parochia! schools, in which are enrolled
64,075 pupils, These impressive figures need
no comment. These religious so direct 50 chari-
table institutions. The Sis'ers of St. Joreph in
the United States haved stingoished themsaelves
as teachers of the deaf mutes, having large and
sopular institutivns for this afflicted class in St.
.)Louis, Mou., Phila-telphia, U , and Batfalo, N.Y.
To them nl:o beloar the homor of establi-hin,
the firat American Catholic_school for the blin
at McSherrvtown, Pa, The Swuters of St
Joseph in the Weathave charﬁe of many schools
on the Indian missicns ; while those in the
South are valued anxiliaries to the Church in

Catholic Christianity was, previous to the
sixteenth century, ths+ weft and wool of political
organisms, bat since then & mighty chapge has
come over the nations, They are no longer
Catholic. No longer are those barriers which
the Catho'ic Church raised up againat oppres-
sion and injustice all powerful for good. The
corporations of working mean which were estab-
lishod under its auspices have disappeared, and
the voices of its prenchers teaching the wealthy
their duty and insisting that the rights of all
classes should be respected sre not listened to
as in the past. The antagonisms in religion
which arose at tte date of the so-called Re-
formation were the precursors of disastrous
divisions in matters outaide the domain of
religion.

A GULF HAE BEEN CREATED )
between the wealthy snd the poor, and it has
within recent years widened to an alarming de-
gree, It is, indeed, evident that whilst, e¢ far
a3 gpiritual matters are concerned, men are

adusily separating into two preat camps, the

atholic and the infidel, they are, with respect
to material intereats, also ranging themselves
in two great armies—the army of capital and
thas of labor. Capitalists have provoked a con-
test, and it muat be acknowledged by every
careful observer of the drift of evenls that the
struggle presents a glcomy outlook. Educa-
tion is advanciog apace, and workmen,
baving learned that lnbor crganizationa can be
effectually employed for the enforcement of
their rights, are evincing towards unscrupulous
capitalists a spirit that bodes ill for tutare re-
lations between the two classes. In view of
this menacing condition of socisty Catholics
have a great part to play, and if they are to
play it well it must be by energy and the most
complete harmony of action and sentiment.
They must show that the Catholic Church is
the Church, not of a class, or ot a few classes,
but of the people, and that it not only givea
light, but that in every department of human
activity it teeks to promote the happiness of
man.
ON THE CONTINENT THIS VIEW
of the mission of Catholics has come home in
all its fullness to' leading Catholics, and steps
have beea taken to give 1t effect, That valiant
and eloquent champion of the Church, Count
