by eight white borees, The manes of the horses
were traided with ribbona of red and goid ; on
each side of the carrisge snd at each herse a
court Iackey in gala livery marcbed.

The harnessrs were richly embroidered with
gold. On the head of the horses wers white
waving plumes, The carriage iteelf was pro-
fusely gilt. On the top wna an imporial crown,
and above thes hind wheels the imyparial esgle
with oudstretched winga.

At noon on Tuesday, the 10th, the wedding
took place in the Court Chapelat Sb. Augustin.

THE LIFE AND CHARACTER OF THE
LATE HEIR TO THE THRONE.

LonNvox, Jan. 81.—The news of the death of
the Crown Prince Rudolf of Auatria, had a veArf
quieting effect upon thu rioters at Pesth. -
most immediately after the announcement the
disorder began to subside and within a short
time had wholly ceased. Inspite of the well
aunthenticated stories of his waywardness and
his shameful treatment of bis wife, the Prioce
wass_very popular among the Hungarians, and
hus death vill be sincsrely mouraed. His man-
ners were frank and cordial, and he bad a still
stronger hold upon the affsctivns of the people
in the fact that be epnke sll the languagea and
dialects of the Empire fluently. The heirship to
the throne falla upon Rudolf’s six-year old
daughter Archduchees Eiizabeth, The fires
despatches annouacing the death of tbe Crown
Prince were stopped by the censors, and the
partieulars were very slow in reaching the
public.  The Prince of Walea 1a said to be very
much affected by the death of Rudolf, between
whom and the beir to the British throns thers
exiated a warm friendship,

CAUSE OF DEATH,

VienNa, Jao. 31.—The Crown Prince had
suffered during the last few years from rhen-
matism of the joints. Yesterday evening he
had a severa shivering fit, The Vinna papers
do vot refer to the sensational raxzorh regarding
thecauee of the Crown Prince’sdeath. One
rumcr was tihet he wan accidently shot, while
anoilier had iv that be was muordered by a pea-
aant.

Loxpox, Jen, 31—It is stated that official
private telegrama from Vienna affirm that the
death of the Crown Prince was due to a wound
inflicted with a rifla.

FEELING ABROAD.

Loxuox, Jan, 31, —The death of Prince Ru
do!f created a palnful improssion at Pesth and
at Rome. The newa caueed a deciine of prices
oun the sxchaoges in Londen, Parisand Berlin
Premdont Curcot, of Francs, sent a telegram of
condolincs to the Emperor of Austria, Tele-
grams of sympathy are arriviog at Vienna from
all directions.

PRINCE RUDOLF'S UEATH.

MYSTRRIOUS WHISI'TERS CONCERNING THE CAUSE OF
DEATH OF THE OROWN PRINCE OF AUSTBIA,

LonNpoN, January 38l.--A private message
from Vienns mnic-tes tbat a censorship- is ex-
ercired over the relegrome relating to the cause
of Crown Prince Rudilt’s death, and that noth-
iog further can or will be telegraphed, it says,
for the present, It haas already lsaked our,
however, that the Prince’s dnor bad to be bura$
open by ordr of tho conct. Therein also some
mention of a guashot wound, although this
may refer toan old scer caused by sn acoldent
years ago on the hunting ground. One oorres
poundent is allowed to tel-graph a contradiction
of tho rumor that the Prince was mordered, but
what is whispered hers is that ha committed
puicide. The Austrian Government has done
the best it oould to foater that ides, owing to the
censorahip eatablithed. Tho Prince was toler-
ably well known here. He waa one of the most
prominens figures in gray uniforn at the Jubi-
1ea prooasaion in 1887, and he had prorrised the
Prinos of Wales to .como over and visit him
this year, Because of the well known notorious
faact that Prince Rudolf was ab enmiby with the
present Emperor, of Germany, the opinion pre-
veils here that hisdeath removes one denger to
Euarope in the futare, althovgh nothing is known
of the views of the vew heir presumptive Arch-
duke Oharles, who haa thees zons living, It

has been asserted that the Archduke resigned
his claim to the succession when he inhented
the property of the Duke of Maderia. Ibap-
pears, however, thot the renunciation was con-
ditional, and he may setp agsin into the line of
succersion by abandoning for the time the fortune
of Maderia.

New YoRx, Febusry 2.—A. Berlin special to
the Evening Sun asys : Crown Prince Rudolph
of Anatris was killed in a duel on Tuesday by
Count Franz Clan allas. The priacipal wit-
pesses were Crunt Hoyos and Prince Coburg,
hia brother-in-law. The Count’s witneases were
Prince Ferdinand Kinsky and other noblemen,
The duel wae fought at 4 p. m. in a little wood
near Baden. The prince was wounded and
transported to the nearest castle, Meverlirg,
He died Iate in the evening, just nt tha bour
when his coming wer anxiously awaited ab a
state divner in the Hoffbarg. The Prince had
been attention to the Countess Olan Gallas, nee
Hiyos for six mooths. 1t ie claimed that re-
cently, while on a shooting excursion on the
eatave of thelady's mother-tn law, Count Clan
Gallas suprised his wifein a compromising situa-
tion with the Prince. The count at once chal-
lenzed Rudolph and the latter asked for time
in which to consider it. At the expiration of
the time whioh occurred on Tuesday, be declar-
ed that in accordance with the unw.itten rules
of affairs of hosor in Austris he could avail
himself of the privilege of declining the chal-
lenge, bat he wou'd give satiefaction. Subee-
quently the Prince chspged bis mind and the
dael occurred. The whole affair has been
largely euvpressed by tbe Anstrian court, but
it hag leaken out through arlstocrate compromia-
ed in the affair who had to leave the country.
The Emperor, who knew of the whole affair,
has, it is eaid, fully approved his son’s behavi-
our,

Wo ars guoting from the figuren of
the last censas in 1581, pearly pine yeors
8go, since weich they have Inaressed con-
siderably ; bat those figures aro nevertheless
anfficlent to show the relative proportlons of
the differant eloments and to provo that the
Oabloet representation, to which it Is admit.

stipctive horror of this man, who had from the
firat been displeasiog to ber, returned a dec sive
pegotise ; whereupon Tebaldo contrived to
wound her through the grate. Oa returning to
her room she felt a pain in hor breast and dis-
covered & sinelo drop of blood. Surgeous were
hastily summoned. Taught by the paat, thay
cut intn the wounded part, extracted the reedle
and saved her life. Tebsldo was suspcoted, his
house was searcbhed, the key discovered and he
perished an the gallown. . .

As
the key wau4 turned in the lock out shova poi-
soped nredle, stubbed the hand of the hoider
and instsntly shot back agsin. Exsmioation
of the hand rovenled only » small dark bloe
epot, but in & frw momenta the gsrmn grew
giddy, and would be found on the Hoor, ap-
parently ina fit. In twenty-four bours
would be dead, and a verdict rendered—"‘opo-
plexy.”—Notea and Queries.
