Rev. David Humphreys, of Tipperary. The
charges on which Myr, Dillen was arrested
were consplracy and ipoiting the tenant: en
Smith-Barry’s estate not te pay thelr rents,
Later informatfon shows Mr. Dillon was ar-
restod st Ballybrack, where he was vhitlog
air nocls, He was burried under a strong
guard and with the utmost secrecy to the
raliway station, where a apecial car was in
waltlog, As noon ad he entered this the train
was atarted for Dablin.  Oaly a briet atop
waa malde bere, when the prizocer was carried
on to Tlpperary, the tecants of which town
he fo chareed with haviog inolted to raf\unu
payment of ront t3 thelr lapdlord, Smith-
Barry.

In tho Tipperary conrt formal evidence of
the arrest of O'Brlen was glven befsre Magls-
trato Irwin nnd Mr. Renan, who conduoted
the prosccution, asked that O'Brien be re-
maxded uatil Tnaraday, Couneel for O'Brien
crose-examined Inepeator Raffer with a view
of showlng that alihough O’'Brien had csm-
mitlsd the alleged lllegal acte in June no
steps had been fakon for his arrest until it
wan heard that he was gelog to Ameries,
The Inepector denfed that the mimion to
Amerlon hod anything te do with the cese,
Mr, O'Brien here romarked shat the whole
world knew the Government’s matlve for
making tio arrests. Mr. O'Brlen was ad.
mitied to ball, Canon Qahill belng the suraty.
On the application of Mr. Rooan wwirants
were Ivaned for the arrest of other membera
of the National League. Mr. Dillon alao was
batled, giving £1,000 as seourity. He was
remsnded until Touraday.

The warrant mentlons effenoes acourring
betwoen March and September.  Thers was
& slight dlsturbance outslde the court house,
A censt :ble served a summens on Mr. Sheehy
at his rozidence, but did net arrest blm, At
a mestlng Jn Tipperary twe boyvett:d ship-
para asked fer admittance te the league,

Mz, Dilten returned t» this o8y. A large
orowd of peeple, nocompanied by a fifo and
drum band, were waiting ot the statlon for
Mr. Dillon, who drove in the Lord Mayor's
carrlage to bis own residence.

MR. H. J. CLORAN.

An Eventful and Energetic Life.

From Schoelboy to Crowm Counsel—in
Active Carcor Described.

Hexey Jossr CroraN, B.C.0., Barrister,
Montresl, was born in that city on the 8th May,
1855. Hie father and mother are both Iriea,
‘The former, Joseph Cloran, is s native of Co,
Galway, and the latter, Ann Kenuedy, is from
Co, Limerick. Having received his primary
educasion in the Christiun Brothera' echool at
home. aund paseed u year in the public schools of
New York, he entered the Montreal Collegs in
1968, where he made a cumplete and successful
courae of clasaical studies. On gradusting frem
cullege in 1875, he left foxr Europe, where dur-
1R three years he prosecuted a course of acien-
vific. philosophical and theologlcal studies in the
calebrated collega of Sb. Sulpice, 1n Parie,
Daring his gojourn ip Europe he visibed Ttaly,
Switzerland, France, Loglaud and Ireland, and
retnrned to Canada siroozly equipped for the
combata of the futurs with an extensive stock of
kno=xledge, sud a precious cnaemlic of informa-
tion on the Irish question and gepersl European
politics. O bis return home Mr. Cloran filled
for a yenr a professorship of Kaglish literature
in his afma mater, Mountreat Collegs, He then
took a cours« nf law in the universities of
Lavsl and BIezill, and graduated from the
fatter with the degree of B.C I, Hestudied in
nhe cifiger of the eminmmt legal firm of the late
Edward Carrer, Q.C : Hou. B Chu-ch, now
indge of the Court of (pneen’s Bench ; and of
Hon. J. A. Chaplean ex-Premier of (Quebee end
now Seeretary of Suate. A the ctose of his
law stuciva the editorakip of <hie Montreal Post
and of THE TRUE WITINESS hecame vacant in
1882 by the reaignavion of .J. C, Kleming, This
responsibile and imporsant position waa offered

to Mr. Cloran, who accepted, and then com
menced o journalistic car-er which hus been
crowned with marked success. We bave no
need to dwell upon the cleverness, judgment
and ability dieplayed by Mr. Cloran in the
functions of editor, nor upon the success he
achisved, An Irish Canadian, and an uncom-
promising Home Ruler, like all patrictic Irish-
men, be racks among the number of those broad
and liversl minds who do not shud themselves
up in the narrow circle of an exclaosive pro.
gramne, The cause of the hn'f bresds of the
Northwess—which is,after all,the same in many
rsapects au that of the Urisb people—naturally
tound in Mr. Oloran a willing and earnest advo-
cate. His attitude on the Northwest and Riel
queations wes inepired by the purest and most
patriotic of mutives. Living in the midat of
French Canadians, whose friend he is, and a
patriot from s Canadian as well as an Irish
standpoint, Mr. Cloran rightly believed he was
conaigtent with himaelf in j-ining with them in
the provines of Quebee to defend provioeial
righta snd antonomy. He finds, with much
reason, that Home Rule, if it is good for Ira-
iapd, is equally good for Cannda ; and he has,
in consequence, labored with all liberal minds
for the cause of provincial autonomy, which ig,
in Osnsda, the condition peoessary to emsure
unionr and harmony among the differend races,
snd con:equently the condition essenvial to the
futare grandeur and prosperity of our country.
Mr, Cloran’s public and polivicsl career began
on ths 160k November 1885, when he was ua-
animously chossn at 3 meeting of cibizoue,
jointly with George H. Dubamel, now the
solicitor-genersl of the province, %o fill the
poeition of secrebary to the national movemens
thab was inangurated to sscure the defeat and
overthrow of Sir John A. Macdonsld'a govera-
ment for the mul-administration of vhe North-
wesb territories, and the execution of the leader
of the balf-breeds. He took & prominent pert
in the historic mass meehinﬁ of fifty thousand
people, sezembled, from all parts of the pro-
vince, on $he Champ de Mars, Montresl, where
he distingnished himeelf at one bound as an
orator capable of speaking ‘n bath the French
snd English langusges. He went through the
famous winter campaign in 1886,and during the
late provinoial elections he fought a brillisat
and viotorious battle in compnny with Messra,
Lanrier, Mercier, DBelleross, Dubamel and
Bergeron, which resulted in the final overthrow
of the old Conservative governmensd, sud the
goneral break up of the Tory and *‘Blan” party
which had controlled the destinies of Quebeo
almaosb noinanroptedly since confederation, No
one gontrib-vied motre to the establishmeno of
the Nationa’ sdminietration of the Hon.Hooore
Mercier in Quebec than Mr. Cloran, There was
pob a Notional candidate who made a vain ap.
peal to him for sesistance, Always in the
breach, and slways at the diwposal of his
friends, Mr. Cloran covered almost the entire
province ; he addressed mass meebinga in over
forty counties, and evergwhere he appeared be
wob the eteern and the confidence of the peo-
ple who heard bim, Tuthe short space of one
year be became one of the most popular orators
and one of the political lights of the previnge.
Mr. Cloran placed hinieelf ab the sorvice of the
Liberal pacty to hight ont the slection campaign
in Ontario, and put down the **No Popery "
brigade in favor of the Mowat adminiatration,
which ocarried the standard .of honesb govern-
ment and of civil and religicus liberty,
took ap ackive part in the sitrugrle in the
counties of Gleni:uy. Stormont and Presso
whera the thres Liberal candidates were eleg

by large msjorities, T thowing 8o he?i_hﬁn

t> go to Ontario to assist she Liberal vovern-
ment of Mr, Mowat, Mr. Cloran and his Quebec
friende oontributed much vowards giviog its
true signification to the Nationsl movement.
They oleacly praved thereby that in the minds
of none of them there never waa harbored the
sligbtest thought of & war of races, as was pre-
ten: d by the Tory press snd spealers ; that
far > m attewmptivg to divide snd separate the
diferant races, they were, on the contrary
ready and willing to streugtlien more firmly
than wver the bonde thab nmte us from one end
to the other of the Dominion, irrespactive of
race and cread. In the general elections of 1887
for the House of Commons at Ottaws Mr,
Cloran waa selected by the Liberal party as
their atandard bearer for Montreal Centre, one
of the largest sud most importand corstituen-
ciea in the Dominion. Albhough defeated, he
almoav doubled the Liberal vote given
in the election of 1832. Before becoming
one of out most noted public men Mr,
Clorae bad aoccasion, st different times,
to give proof of his evergy and ability in
occupying hoporary positions in a namber of
literary, athletic and national sud other organi-
zatious to which he was called by the confidence
and esteem of his fellow eitizens, It was thus
that be was elected presidend of the Oatholic
Young Men's Society of Montreal, in 1830 and
1881, He was shosen secretary of the Parnell
Raception Qommiteee, which was the grandest
accorded the great 1rish leader in hir memorable
visit tn Americs seven years azo. He haz filled
the oitice of prarident nf the Press Association
of the provinee of (Juebec. An amateur cf
Canadian sports he flllcd the oflice of president
of the Shamrock Liacrosre club., A Howme Rulr,
hn in premidens of the Montreal branch of the
Irish Natwonal Leagu:-. He was a delegate to
the Irish Nuativnal Conveotion at Chicgo in
1886, where he digvingnished himeelf by two
eleanect Zepeachts. He was chairman of the
o:ganizarton vhag gave Michael Davise, che
father of the League, s reception which hes
never bean surpassed for briliianey and eathusi-
asm, Meis the president of St Patrick’s So.

O’Brien, M.P, aditor ot United Ircland, on the
memarable occiica of the latver’s visit to Mon.
treal. Having abaoaoned journalism he pre-
pared himsclf for the tbar, and on on the Tch
July, 1887, ufter o gever~ and briliisnt examioa-
tiom, he was sdmiteed with honors te the prac-
tico of the law. Although still young in years
5Ir, Cloran haa acquired much vaiuaole experi-
ence, and, as has ben »een, has played an hon-
ornble end influential role ip :o0cietsy, apd baa
rendnved disvingriched service to his country,
Mr Cloran mariied, in 1882, Agnes, the third
davghter nt Michael Donovan, a leading Irirh
citizen «nd business mao of Montreal. Mr,
Clortan was appsinted Crown Prosecutor for the
city and disteics of Muntreal September 1, 1890,
