An elegant French garment is made o
black brocaded velvet, cut in a coa
which reaches to the knees and is cloas
fitting in the back. The front is loos:
and cut away to show a vest of ermine.
and the sleeves are wing-like affairs o!
black satin, trimmed with jet.

Spring jackets are to be much shorter
than those which are now worn, and golf
capea «f rerge, with their bright plaid
linings, will be a# popular and useful as
ever.

a half cupful of yeast. Make a well in
the flour and pourin the milk; stirin
sufficient of the flonr to make a thin bat-
ter; cnver, and stand in & warm p
twohours. When ready, add two eggs,
well beaten, and a half-cupful of sugar
and a teaspooninl of salt ; then atir in the
remaining part of the fiour. Beat thie
very bhard ; pour this into s greased shal-
low pan and-stand in a warm piace about
one hour, or until very light. Mix to-
gether two ounces of butter and two tes-
spoonfuls of cinnaman; beat until smooth.
Make little holes aliover the cake; put
down into each .hole & little ball of this
mizxture. Bake in a ncderate aven about
one hour. ‘
