There 15 feud, bitter feud, betwixt the French
Emperor and his cousin Plon-Plon—because of
the speech delivered by the latter at Ajaccio,
wherein he pretended to lay hare the mysteries
of the great # Napoleonic idea.”” Plon-Plon 1
as we suppose most of our readers know, the
bastard son of Jerome Napoleon, the great Em-
perar’s youngest brother ; the issue of an adulter-
ous cornection which the latter, like a mean
spirited hound as be was, abandoning his true
wife whomn he had espoused in the Uhnited
States, contracted at his imperious brother’s
bidding with a European princess. Now
Plon-Plon physically bears a striking resem-
blance to the first Napoleon; and he appar-
ently fatters himself that by playing the * op-
.position game” and talking Napeleonically—that
15 to say as Las Casas in lis Memowres de St
Helene makes the mighty captive speak—he
shall recommend himself to the more democratic
section of the Freach community as the legiti-
mate successor to the Empire.  Upon the whole
we accept this rupture betwixt Louis Napoleon
and his cousin as a good omen, for the latter is
in s polties an advanced Liberal, and the

avowed enzoy of the Papacy.

Our dates from Europe come down to the 9th
just. Recognising the fact that for the present
the Confederate States have no political exist.
ence, the British Government has formally with-
drawn its recogaition of their belligerent rights,
and ships - uader Confederate colors will not be
admitted withio British ports.  Oa the other
band there seems o be no intention to yield
to the absurd demands of the Washington
Government in the matter of the Alsbama de-
predations, In France there was still much
anxiety felt with regard to Mexico and the pro-
bable poticy of the United States. From laly
the report cores that an arrangement has been
concluded betwixt the Sovereign Pontsff and
the King of Sardinla, with respect to the vacant
Bishoprics, Tlus is however a mere rumor,

The trials at Washington of the alleged con-
spirators still contivue, but after the exposures
tkat bave taken place n¢ one can attach any im-
portance to the evidence delivered before it, or
10 the verdict which it may render. DMr. Joho
Mitchell, one of the editors of the New York
Daily News, bas just been arrested in virtue of
a lettre de ~ashet, and locked up n the Yankee
Bastille at Fort Muaroe, France under Lows
Quatorze was a land of freedom i comparison
with the United States, whose people look calmly
on at these violations of hberty acd the Coosti-
tution, thus affording a striking example of the
degradmg wfivences of democratic institu-
tions, and their deleterious efiects upon the
national spirit. In the worst days of the
Stuarts and the Tudors in England, such outrages
as are now hourly perpetrated in the Unted
States would never bave been tolerated by the
Enpglish people.

PROCESSION OF THE BLESSED - SACRAMENT..
—This solemn act-or pro‘ession of Faith in the
great ‘central doctrine of all Christian worship,
was celebrated on Sunday last with all the
grandeur and beauty which the Catbohc Church

knows so well how to combine with the symbolic.

ceremomes of ber religion. Every thing passed

offl with the utmost order, and we are bappy to

be able again to render testimony to the general
friendly dispositions of our Protestant fellow-
citizens, by whom no insult, no obstructions were
offered, to what to many of them must have
been a2 -novel and extraordinary spectacle.

The Procession commenced forming n front of
the Parish Church, about 9 o’clock, but so great
was 1its length that it was past 10 ¢’clock before
the Blessed Sacrament borne by the Rev. Supe-

| rior of the Seminary beneath the magnificent dais,

left ihe Church. It thea slowly passed along
Notre Dame Street to the Bensecours Church,
where a temporary altar or seposoir had beeo
erected, from which to the Loeelvg thousauds
Benediction of the B. Sacrament was given.
The Prolcession then returned by St. Paul and
St. Francis Xavier Strcets to the Perish
Church which it re-entered about noon. The
streets through which it passed were tastefully
decorated with banners, and arches composed of
evergreens.

The moral obtusity of erangelicals i all
matters affecting Catholics was never better ex-
emplified than by our contemporary the Ecko in
its notice of a little chastisement which, by its
fithy and mendacious iusinuations aganst the

ladies of our Convents, that paper compelled us

to wnflict, We insisted, and endeavered lo
impress upon our confemporary, that no mas has
either a legal or a moral rigist to make 2 public
statement njurrously aflecting others, unless he
bas proofs or evidence of some knd to adduce
in support thereof : that the burden of proof rests
with bim who makes the offensive charge: and
that no man is entitled to be considered or
treated as a gentleman, whe having, iz any man-
er msinuated anythiog derogatory to the fair
fame of his neighbor, and being called upon eitber
to make good his allegations, or else to retract
them—fails to do so.

Now this is prectsely whai the Ecko kas dooe,
and by so doing it has forfeited all right to be
treated with ordinary courtesy, It has asserted
that, in the Convents of Camada * the infringe-
ment of civil iberty” was # constantly practised,”
and it thereupon invoked the action of the cimt
magistrate. Here 1s a deficite statement sus-
ceptible, if trie, of proof, Where, when, how bas
a single mstance of the “ infringement of ciril li-
berty” in a Cenadian convent occurred? If «a
constant practice” state the particulars of some
one single 1nstance of such a practice. Give the
particulars of any one such case as may have
reached your ears, and we promise you tkat they
shall be inquired into. But if you cannot do
thie: 1f you cannot cite one single instance, even
real or false,in which the civil liberties of the
British subject have been infringed 1n a Canadian
Convent : if you canoot adduce the where, the
when, and the bow, of the crime you allege to
bave taken place ; and if you still persist-in your
unfounded charge, you are one to whom by ne
law of God or of manare we bound to extend
the ordinary courtesies of hife : you are one who,
no macter what your sect, are a disgrace to your
cloth and calling, aad a hving libel upon the
pame of Chrstian.

The law of the case is clear, and 15 acknow-
ledged by all gentlemen, whetber Catholics or
Protestants. No mar is bound to make an ac.
ccusation aganst another : but haviag dome so,
be is bound, in honor and in morals, either to
make good such accusation when called wpon to
do so, or to acknowledge Lis error and toretract
it. Now, what does the editor of the Echo do
when taken to task, and given the lie by us for
hig assertion that in our Canadian Conrents the
wfringement of  civil liberiy ” of the subject
isa “constant practice? Does be cile even
one single 1nstance, in which such 1nfringement
bas occurred, or is said even to have cccurred?
No. Does he condescend to partictiars, or in-
stance the Convent in whick, the person upon
whom, or the circumstances under which, such an
outrage upon the the civil liberty of Her Ma-
jesty’s subjects was perpetrated 7* No. Does
be then acknowledge his error, admit tbat he
had made an attack upon ladies swhich was not
susceptible of proof, and therefore retract it ?
No, indeed—fle does none of these things ;
things which, 1f he were a Christien, and 4ad
learnt therefore that 1t is a sic agarost the hiving
God, to bear false witness against oue’s neighbor
—which if he were a geatleirna, and had learnt
therefore what courtesy ladies are entitled to
from the other sex—he would basten to do. He
simply reiterates bis unfounded and mendacious
calumuy, and retarns like the sow that has been
washed to a wallowing 1 bns own fiith.

Nor can the editor of the Echo plead, that he
alluded only to the moral restraint which the vows
taken by ladies who embrace the religious hife
impose upon. them,. What he asserts clearly, in
that he 1vokes legislative action s the premises,

_ 11s physical restraint imposed upod the ladies; to

compel them to remain 1nmates: of the Convent,

If on the taithof an
informant the editor of the Echo speaks, then
let him give the name of his informant, or at least,
the particulars of lus depositions, the substance of
which we promise hun shall be published 1a the
True WiTsess, with our urgent demand for
immediate investigation into their truth or falsity.
Only upon the bypothesis that the charge against
the ladies of our Convents, 15 the fruit of the
editor’s own morbid brain, the creature of his
own depraved and filthy imagination, cap it be
esplained why he should refuse to accept our
straightforward challenge ; or hke your thorough-
bred evangelical sneak, sbould try ard shuffle,
under a cloud of unctuous phrases, out of the
difficulties into which luis usgovernable propensi-.
i ties for * evil speaking, lyiog and slanderiog
Lave led him. You make—we say to Bim—speci-
fic charges agamst a2 class of ladies, whom we
Catholics revere, to whom many of us are beurd
By ties of blood as well as of religion.

That there-
fore upon this point there is no ditlerence of
opinton betwixt Catholics and Protestants as to
the right and extent of State supervision over

Convents accepting State funds for a specific

2. We reply that the investigalion, or State

supervision called for by the Echo, 1s not limited |
to 2n investigation into, or State supervision over, :

This fully confirms our view of the results of
the religious effects of the Irish Es!ab!iéhment;
it bas enlisted the strong national feelings of the
people on the side of Popery, and has thus arded
in confirming and- strengthenng those whom it
whom it was designed to coovert, in that religion
from which it was expected to wean the.

Regarded solely from a sprritual pant of
view, the Irish Protestant Cburch is 100 ¢og-
tempuible, too 1mpotent for evil, to be the object
either of alarm, or of .very intense batred—1tor
we hate notbing thoroughly which we do not alse
in some degree fear. The Godless Schoo!, the
non-sectariam College, and mizxed education are
p our eyes enemes far more dangerous 1o the
cause of the Church, and the sprritual interests
of the Irish people, and therefore more to be de-
precated, more to be hated, thag the Established
Protestant Church. See with what fearfyt
rapiditv defections from the faith oceur amengst
the children of Irnsh Catbolic parents oo this
Contipeni ; and to what cause can we atiribute
those defections except to the deleterious ip-
fluences of the Yaskee Godless schools, apd
mixed education?

We laugh, and can well afiord to laugh, at the
ridiculous efforts of the lrish Protestant Church

#in oue generation (he mized or non-sectariap
schools of ihe Un:ted States have accomplished
amongst the children of Trish Catholies on this
Continesi. .
