we understand the difficulty under which they are working
this year and do not wish to appear peremptory. But we
certainly think that something should be done to remedy
the present state of affairs. More dictionaries, if possible,
should be obtained, and a certain nuniber should be placed
at the disposal of the ladies and the rest retained for the

mern.
