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sandstone of a distinet red color, which combined with the
peculiar greeness of the grass and shrubbery, produces a
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picturesque effect very pleasing to the spectator. The
tourist on pleasure bent and in search of quiet and rest
should come here. Numberless trout streams furnish sport
for the angler, and deep sea fishing is easily obtainable. In
season the disciple of Nimrod will find duck, brant, wild
geese, plover, snipe, woodcock and other game birds plenti-
ful, and good bags are not hard to secure.

Accommodation for holiday seekers is provided by
several hotels and numerous farm houses in different parts
of the Island, but more especially on the North Shore—an
ideal place—where for 50 miles high sand-dunes bar the sea
