G~) <'within the Conm-unity" means within the territories to which thie
Treaty establishing the European Atomie Eniergy Community
(Euratomn) applies or shall apply.

ARTICLE XV

1. Th~e present Agreement shall be brought into force tbrough an exchange
of notes between the Government of Canada and the Conununity to 1hat effct.

2. It shall remain in force for a period of ten years, and thereafter iuntil
six months after notice of termination has been given by either the Govern-
ment of Canada or the Community, unless such notice has been given six
months prior to the expiry of the said period of ten yçars.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF the undersigned, duly authcirized for this purpose
by the Government of Canada and the Commission respectively, have signed
the present Agreement and have affixed thereto their seals.
