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shall determine their respective membership on the Joint
Commission which shall not be less than two members each. In
Ireland, the Chairman shall be a member of the Irish
delegation and in Canada, a member of the Canadian
delegation. Where, however, the venue for such meetings is
in a place other than Ireland or Canada, then meetings may be
chaired jointly by a representative of each party The Joint
Commission shall meet within six (6) months following formal
request by either party. However, it may be convened for
extraordinary sessions at the request of one or both
competent authorities, particularly in the case of major
amendments to the legislation or the regulations governing

the film and video industries, or where the application of

this Agreement presents serious difficulties.

ARTICLE XIX

The present Agreement shall come into force on the day of its

signature by both parties.

It shall be valid for a period of three years from the date

of its entry into force; a tacit renewal of the Agreement for
Tike periods shall take place unless one or the other country
gives written notice of termination six (6) months before the

expiry date. Co-productions in progress at the time of
