
(2) The Council shall meet at least twice a year. It may be convened at any
other time by its Chairman. t

(3) The Chairman shall convene a session of the Council if so requested by
(i) Five Participating Governments, or
(ii) Any Participating Government or Governments holding not less than10 per cent of the total votes, or

(iii) The Executive Committee.

Article 31
The presence of delegates holding 75 per cent of the total votes of theParticipating Governments shall be necessary to constitute a quorum at anymeeting of the Council, but if no such quorum is present on the day fixed for a

meeting of the Council which has been called pursuant to Article 30, such meet-ing shall be held seven days later and the presence of delegates holding 50 percent of the total votes of the Participating Governments shall then constitute aquorum.

Article 32
The Council may make decisions, without holding a meetg, by correspond-ence between the Chairman and the Participating Governts provided that

no Participating Government makes objection to this procedure Any decision
so taken shall be communicated to all the Participating Governments as soon as
possible and shall be set forth in the minutes of the next meeting of the
Council.

Article 33
The votes to be exercised by the respective delegations of importing coun-tries on the Council shall be as follows:
