Art. 1. The. subjects of lier Britannic Majesty shall bc admittdtin each of the Swiss Cantons on the saineconditions, andion the swas citizens of the othier Swvi&s Canton-;. In the saine m&nner ',w8.shall ho a{knitted to reside ini ai the territories of the United KnGreat Britain and lI4ndi on the saine conditions, andi on the 8mas British sul>jects.
