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priorities. It enables posts to take a more consistent 
approach. I have also found no resistance from our part­
ner-clients who understand and accept our position 
regarding the use of the BMA. Amongst the things that 
remain to be done is for the posts to come up with bet­
ter budget estimates at the start of the mission, a skill 
which will be developed as we go along, helped perhaps 
by some future training.”
