1. No separate record of soldier settlers

who have been "salvaged" is maintained.
The number of "adjustment" cases which
includes "salvage" due to death, recurrence
of physical disability, abandoament, etc.,
and also those cases Nvhere properties have
been transferred to other returned soldiers,
and cases where settlers have assigned their
interest to civilians, is, year by year, as
follows:

Since the inception of the scheme to
December 31, 1920, 1,153; 1921 (calendar year),
1,114; 1922 (calendar year), 826.

COMPENSATION FOR DESTROYED CATTLE

Mr. TOBIN:-
1. What compensation is allowed for cattle destroyed

under the accredited herd system: (a) for pure-breds,
(b) for grades?

2. Does the law apply only to pure-bred herds?
3. If not, is iA the intention of the Goverrrnent to

extend the regulations so, as to include herds com-
xxsed cati, ely of grade cattle?

Hon. Mr. MOTHERWELL:
1. (a) Pure bred cattie: maximum valua-

tion $200, maximum compensation (î of mai-
mnum valuation) $133.33.

(b) Grade cattie: maximum valuation
$60, maximum compensation (î cf maximum
valuation) $40.

2. No. Herds accepted under the accredited
herd plan may contain any number cf grade
cattle, but in addition there must be at least
ten pcîre-bred registered animais, one of which
must be a bull.

3. No. 1 might add that these answers,
while strictly correct, do net give ail the in-
formation. In addition te the pure-bred berds
that are taken under the accredited herd sys-
tem, compensation is paid for certain muni-
cipal herds and aIse for grade cattle under
what is known as the restricted area system
of compensation.

TORONTO VIADUCT

i. Is it the intention of the Goveroment to carry
out the commitmnents of the Grand Trunk Railway
as set out in the Viaduct Agreemient for the erection
of a Viaduct in Toronto dnted 1913, towards which
tîje city, the C.P.R., and the G.T.R. were to con-
tributs one-third sncb of the capital cost?
