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windows of bis store to interest people in wild
if e conservation. It is an indicationý that
people are thinking of more than merely profit.

I also bad a letter fromn the Chrysler Cor-
poration, af Detroit, Michigan; everyane
knows wha tbey are; also one fromn Doctor
Perkins Bull, a great conservator bimself. If
I may digress for a moment, Doctor Bull bas
gatbered together, i my opinion, the greatest
collection af early pioneer farm equipment
used in Canada that I have ever seen any-
wbere. H1e has it boused ini a museumi which
is part of a achool at Brampton, wbere there
must 'be at lest one-quarter of a million
dollars worth of material. I appreciate bis
letter very mucb, commng from, a pioneer
himself.

I also received one from. the Ottawa
Humane Society and one fromn tbe National
Parks Association ai Canada, from which I
quote this paragraph:

-Canada is so far behind the United States in
jpraotical w'ild life conservation that it, could
almost -be said that we have not even made a
start offlcially.

I tbink the Departmnent, of Mines and
Resources bas made a start and I wish ta
compliment tbe department on tbe distance
it bas gone in that regard. I am looking for
great tbings along that line from the new
Minister of Mines and Resources (Mr. Glen),
because hie cames from. a province where tbere
is mucb ta be accomplished i conservation ai
wild lufe and summera in a very great park
in Manitoba, Riding Mountain park, in wbicb
tbere is mucb wild life protected. Sa that I
look for a lot from bim in the development
ai wild lufe conservation.

I quote another paragraph from the saine
letter:

The National Parka Association have a bulle-
tin awraiting its turn at the printer's stressing
the Americans' effort and many ai ýthis 5,000
edition should bo in the mail befare April 10.

The National Parka Association af Canada
deserves unstinted credit and praise for going
ta the trouble of getting out and printing this
bulletin. It is encouraging when you know
that so manýy people are înterested in pro-
moting wild lu e conservation. Jack Miner was
the pioncer in that field. There have been
many others since and tbere were others dur-
ing bis time wbo have done a lot in that
direction. I am looking at my friend the bion.
member for Cochrane (Mr. Bradette), wbose
namne I deliberately picked out as seconder
ai the bill because hoe is more familiar than
many athers are with the conservation ai the
Canada goose. H1e bimself I believe bas
quite a sanctuary near Cochrane and when I
go out that way again I will visit bim. Wben

the geese leave Virginia and, the Carolinas
and Texas and Louisiana they fly north and
cover six hundred miles the firet day and
then corne down to rest. I believe it is the
third day before they get to the sanctuary.
I have seen 50,000 geese at Jack Miner's
sanctuary at Kingsville, and ail through the
years, Mr. Speaker, the Miner sanctuary has
fed those geese. It takes many thousands
of bushels of No. 1 corn yearly to feed them.
I have watched his men on many occasions
distributing the corn when, the geese have
gone out to the lake. The sanctuary covers
a very large ares, about four hundred acres
altogether, but where the birds go is about
twenty-five to thirty acres, ponds included,
and the corn is distributed ail around these.
It is most interesting to watch them. I was
thinking this afternoon, when I was told that
this bill might corne up, of the many occasions
on which I have gone with Jack Miner to the
littie bouse hie had amongst the trees. You
bad to reach it by a ladder and peep out
through a peephole at the geese. They'are
bright and intelligent birds. Jack used to
say they were the wisest of ail wild liue; in
fact hie did not eall tbem. wild. In order not
ta frighten the geese there were pieces of
coloured glass hanging in the peep-hole in
front af the people through which. you could
get a good look at themn witbout their seeing
yau. I do not like to think wben 1 go back
there that I shaîl flot have the pleasure of
the company of that great pioneer.

I had another letter from. the departmnent
of street railways, Detroit. I value this letter
because that is a great organization. They
have written me approving the bill. I also
received a letter from the Canadian Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty ta Animale,
Montreal, in which they warmly approve the
bill. I quote this one paragraph from their
letter:

In the matter pertaining to, the IBill represent-
ing "National Bird Day"-

That is not the rigbt namne:
-1 amn pleased ta state that aur society appre-
ciates the opportunity of concurring wit-h you
in yaur noble effort and m-ay we hope that a
favourable reception will be given your efforts.

1 have another letter from a Windsor firm,
Abbey Gray Limited, a mator car company,
warmly approving the bill, and a very strong
letter from the Essex county tourist associa-
tion, signed by H. J. Lassaline, secretary-
treasurer. 1 bad the pleasure of meeting him
at the Jack Miner sanctuary.
