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fields of borrowing and to do so on a basis of
equality with the near banks.

People have told me that they have paid 2
per cent per month interest to finance campa-
nies. If banks are allowed to free their inter-
est rates more people wili go to banks when
they need to borrow money. People's ability
to borrow wili be greatly enhanced, and they
will have more sources from which to borrow
since the banks have branches ail over the
country. People will be able to borrow at
reasonable rates of interest, and that is a
right whicb they should have. In a geogra-
phicai sense the banks have brought their
facilities within the reacb of people ail across
the country.
a (6:00 p.m.)

So far as bank interest rates are concerned,
there is a ceiling on interest rates at this time
whicb the banks cannot ignore, It does seem
strange that they are unable to meet the de-
mand of the borrowing public at the estab-
lished ceiling. The committee has recom-
mended the removal of the ceiling, and it
would seem to me that we should consider
whetber such action will accomplish wbat the
committee intended, making credit availabie
to small businesses and individuals requiring
small loans. If the removai of the ceiling does
flot accomplish the intention then it is open to
parliament to take action in respect of mak-
ing loans available to ail Canadians at a rea-
sonable rate of interest. Should the improve-
ments intended fail to materialize parliament
must have the power to do wbatever is neces-
sary to bring about the desired results.
