1 did point out ta the House on
budget night that because of the current thrust in the
economy for 1974-75 it is expected that business capital
investment will be intensif ied. Later caîculations which
we have, thanks ta the survey taken by my colleague the
Minister of Industry, Trade and Commerce as late as July,
and recent indications, show that business capital invest-
ment is holding up.
