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because if he checks his facts, he will realize that I was
convicted of contempt of court but certainly not for
having called a judge to try and influence his court
decisions.

An Hon. Member. Even if you were right ail along!

Mr. Ouellet: I would appreciate it if the Minister would
remove the erroneous impression he gave of past events.

BUSINESS 0F THE HOUSE

WiEEKLY STATEMENT

Mr. Gauthier: Mr. Speaker, I just want to ask the
Government to share with us the coming program of
legislative measures it intends to put to the House.
Before the Prime Minister leaves, I wonder if he could
just take under consideration the request we made last
week, that given that we are going to be celebrating the
200th anniversary of the French Revolution, the Bicente-
nary of France, and we did pass a resolution last week
congratulating the Americans on their bicentenary,
could we have a House order that we do the same thing
for the French?

Mr. Lewis: Mr. Speaker, my hon. friend made a very
useful suggestion earlier this week at the time that we
passed the motion to celebrate the bicentenary of the
House of Representatives in the United States. We are
indeed looking into my hon. friend's suggestion vis-à-vis
the -French Revolution. We will be getting back to the
House soon. I wanted to reply directly to that request,
Mr. Speaker.

I would point out vis-à-vis the work of the Huse that
we have indeed made excellent progress this week with
the Bills on the Order Paper. 'Mat progress is due to the
co-operation of the Opposition Parties and indeed al
Members of the House.
