
Canada and the 
China Market

A CANADIAN MISSION to investigate 
the trade prospects in China will arrive in 
Shanghai on November 16, the members being 
mostly leading merchants and bankers. The 
parly is organized by the Canadian Chamber of 
Commerce for its members to visit this country 
with the purpose of promoting Canadian trade 
through friendly meetings and discussions with 
commmercial and government organizations. 
The delegation will be under the official direc­
tion of one Mr. Imrie, vice-chairman of the 
Canadian Chamber of Commerce, and Mr. A. 
B. Cahier, special representative of the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway, who will also represent 
the interests of his company. Although the 
Mission is said to be of an unofficial character, 
its object is to find a market for Canadian goods 
like that of the German Trade Mission which 
visited China some time ago or the British 
Economic Mission which will shortly come to 
Shanghai for the same purpose.
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
