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She was acquitted, of course; they made a heroine of
her; they loaded her with gifts, and the day of her
marriage to Arthur was like one of public rejoicing, so
dense were the crowds, and so resolved were the negroes
to make the utmost of any excuse for getting drunk and_
otherwise enjoying themselves.’

Two bells were struck as the Captain ceased.
