BILL E.

An Act to change the name of Ancient Foresters’ Mutual 
Life Insurance Company to Toronto Mutual Life Insur­
ance Company.

WHEREAS Ancient Foresters’ Mutual Life Insurance 
Company has by its petition prayed that it be enacted 

as hereinafter set forth, and it is expedient to grant the 
prayer of the said petition: Therefore His Majesty, by and 
with the advice and consent of the Senate and House of 5 
Commons of Canada, enacts as follows:—

1. The name of Ancient Foresters’ Mutual Life Insur­
ance Company, incorporated by chapter sixty-seven of 
the statutes of 1934, hereinafter called “the Company,” is 
hereby changed to “Toronto Mutual Life Insurance Com- 10 
pany,” but such change in name shall not in any way 
impair, alter or affect the rights, obligations or liabilities 
of the Company, nor in any way affect any suit or proceeding 
now pending, or judgment now existing, either by, or in 
favour of, or against the Company, which, notwithstanding 15 
such change in the name of the Company, may be prose­
cuted, continued, completed and enforced as if this Act 
had not been passed, and any suit or legal proceeding that 
might have been commenced or continued by or against 
the Company by its former name may be commenced or 20 
continued by or against it by its new name.
