—and won the day at St. Juliem.

Posterity Should Pay Some of
Burdens of ‘War, Think
Ratepayers.

‘The tax rate for 1919 was the sub-
ject of a lively discussion at the re-

Jgular manthly meeting of the central

council of Ratepayers’  Association
held in ‘the 'city hall last night, Gen.
Shields occupied the char in the
absence of J. M. Skelton, president.

It was decided to send a ‘récom-
mendation to the city council that
long term debentures be issued for
the payment of the war debt in order
to lessen the tax rate.

George R. Ellig pointed out that
the ‘war was fought by the people of
the present generation and it i¥ the
duty of posterity to bear their por-
tion of the burden. “We should ap-
ply to the Dominion government to
reimburse the efty of Toronto for all
money’ paid out by the citizens for
the prosecution of the wa: and spread
the amount over the Dominion as a
Domijnion-w'de tax,” said Mr. Ellis.

John H. Lennox believed that the
‘children of ‘he township - of York a‘-
tending city schools sgould pay an
additional co9’ and pay the samerate
as ~ the citizens of ' Toronto. “The’
Toronto . school system is the worst
in . Canada,” declared the ' speaker,
who added that the children ‘in coun-
try gchoo's pass. examinations two
years ahead of the city pupils owing
tc time being 1lost going to the willy
Kinedrgarten classes in the ¢ city
schools. :

T, Jones declared that the city of
Toronto had no right to go into the
townsh!p and educate their children,
this procedure creating an unfair ‘ax-
ation for the city. “The school rate
should be reduced,” soid Mr. Jones,
who pointed out that the pupile from
the townsh'p cost “he citizens $60 a
head ‘and the “ownship is only being
charged $30 by the. board of ‘éduca-
tion, - :

‘““There- is not a city in Canada that
offens .less inducements .to 'manufac-
turers than Toronto,” wsaid T. Bain.
“We lost $90,000 in taxes. thru a
manufacturing firm refusing to loca‘e
in the city last year, and.there is no
encouraging feature of a low tax rate
to . induce manufacturing - indu‘tries
to settle in Toronto,” sa'd Mr. Bain,
speaking in favor of the issue of long
“erm debentures, according
scheme . put forward by the mayor
and Controller Maguire recently in
council. “The problem is: %shall we
pay as we gh or leave it to posterity.
This question we must now dec.de in
order to induce manufacturing firms
tc locats here, with their extra re-
venue to the city, plus the revenue
from the homes of “heir emplayes,”
he said.
