Paris, June 9.—The movement to
admit Germany to the league of na-
tions is due mainly to the desire to
avoid the possibility of the formation
of another group, composed” of rival
powers, which would embrace Ger-
many, Russia and the old Teutonic
group. '

Bvidences have reached the con-
ference leaders of late that influences
are at work in Germany and Russia to
establish’ retaliation ‘as. a basis for
combination of- powers not' in the
league. While not regarded as immi-
r of
such ¢ombination would always be
present while Germany was outside
the league, and the admission of Ger-
many therefore was recomménded as
a means of subjecting her to the same
obligations as the allies under the
league of nations. ;.

This sentiment was chiefly instru-
mental in the unanimous decision of
the British, French, American and
Italian members. of tHe league com-
mittee oconcerning the conditions on
which Germany may be admitted. One
of the chief authonities said today:

Same Obligations.

“We can deal with -Germany better
when inside than outside the league.
Outside she would be able to go her

own way; inside she must conform
to the same obligations as the allles.”

Dominion G.W.V.A. Makes

Declaration of Principles

Ottawa, June 9.—The Dominion
executive of the Great War Veterans’
Association of Canada meeting hete,

has made a ‘‘declaration of principles”
which include opposition to the un-
derlying principles of the “one big
union” and its accord of Russian
Bolshevism and German Spartacans,
The memorial has been hand.d to
Premier Borden. It is as follows:

1. That we stand unalterably op-
posed to the introduction of the doec-
trines of Bolshevism and anarchy in
| this country, and we are not in ac-
cord with the underlying principles of
the “one big union’” whi¢h expressed
itself as being in full accord with the
Russian Bolsheviki and the German
Spartacans, and whose principles seek
by “massed action” of labor, to en-
force their power upon the majority
of the people, and have as one of its
possible results the menaeing of our
institutions of government, and. the
threat of their replacement by soviet
rule.

2. We desire, and will endeavor to
ensure that all members of our as-
sociation, will, whenever occasion de-
mands, legd active assistance in up-

laws of the .country, and good order.

3. We recommend that a round
table conference be held comprised of
progressive representatives of labor,
émployers, farmers. returned soldier
citizens and women, to consider a so-
lution of the present ominous indus-
trial situation.

4. We endorse the nine principles
respecting labor as adopted by the
peace conference. .
