THE WFUL DEATH PENALTY

Suffered by Pearl Bryan's
Murderers.

Desperate Efforts Made to Bave Walling,But
Withous Avatl-Jackson Admitted Him-
self to be the Murderer in Order to Save
His Chum, Bat it Did Not Work -The
Various *“Confessions’’ Found to be
Mythical-Both Mem Reinined Their
Gameness.

Cincinnati, Ohio, March 20,—The once
promising lives of Scott Jackson and
Alonzo Walling, the young dental stu~
' dents, paid the penalty on the gallows
for the murder of Pearl Bryan of

Green Castle, Ind., and the extinguish-
ing at the same time of the tiny spark
of life that had driven her to despera-
tion through fear of open shame, The
scene was Fort Thomas. The victim
was decapitated to prevent identifica~
tion, and the head has never been lo-
cated, The arrests, trials, “confes-
sions” and genera] progress to the aw-
ful sequel of tc-day have been large-
ly of the spectacular order, especially
the closing bours of the tragedy. this
morning in Newport, Ky. Nearly all
forenocon Walling’s fate seemed sway-
ing in the balance, and the G000 peo-
ple, with a plentiful sprinkling of rich-
ly uniformed militia acting as guards,
waited with interest at the highest ten-
gion for the springing of the fatal trap
or the announcement of the clemency
extended by Gov. Bradley.
WALLING SLEPT.

Walling went to sleep at 1 o'clock
and slumbered brokenly until 6 ¢'clock.
Jackson slept little, From that early
hour until the final announcement that
both must hang at 11,80, the pmsoners
sat at the windows of the jail, facing
the crowded court house yard with
every appearance of unconcern, On
the gallows neither was deserted by
the “gameness” that has marked their
conduct ever since they first posed
before the public in the celebrated tra~
gedy. At 1140 the double trap was
sprung and they swung in mid-air for
20 minuteg before the horrible work
of strangulation was completed.

The hour originally set was 7 o'clock,
but almost as the start was made for
the gallows Jackson made another
“confession,” in which he eald Walle
ing was not guilty of “wilful murdern.”
Again the Governor was appealed o
at' Frankfort by wire, Jackson himself
telegraphing: “Walling is not guilty of
this crime, but I am.” Finally Gov.
Bradley, after patient investigation of
Jackson’s tardy attempt to save his
comrade, including a long distance
telephone consultation
Helm, the trial judge, and the attor-
neys in the case, sealed anew the doom
of both by declaring against further
delay.

LEFT ANOTHER CONFESSION.

Jackson is said to have left another
written confession, to be published or
not as his friends may see fit, The
one of Thursday, diabolically trying to
shift a part of the crime on an innocent
man, both Jackson and Walling ac-
knowledged this morning to be a fake,
As there was objection to the rzceiving
of the body of Jackson in the Oreen
Castle Cemetery for burial, it was
shipped this evening over the Big Four
to hig former home at Wininsoc, Wall-
ing’s body was taken to Hamilton,
Ohijo, by his family for burial.

To Undertake a General Inspection of
Cattle Throughout Ontario.

They Assert That Their Herds arve All
Healthy and That They Should Net be
Called Upon o Shoulder the Burden - A
Searbore Physician Makes s Startling
Statoment -What the Objections Made
by the Farmers Are—~The Qucstion as o
Tuberenlin Tests.

The milk producers of the county of
York and adjoining municipalities
waited upon the Local Board of Heaith
at the City Hall on Saturday in re-
ference to the circular issued by the
Medical Heaith Officer, demanding the
production before 1st May of a certifi-
cate that every cow from which milk
is 20ld in Toronto has been subjected
to the tubercular test. The sturdy
yeomen turned out in h filling
the Council -Chamber and overflowing
into the visitors’ geflery. Seated
around the table in the centre of the
chamber were Ald. Crene, chairman

the board, Ald, Preston, Saunders,
ussell, ex-Aid.

THE MEASURE TOO DRASTIC.

The deputation was introduced by

They
did not come to n, but to co-
operate, Next to the purity of the sup*
ply the cheapness of milk is of greatest
importance. The circular implied, but
not definitely, that {f the herds have
not been inspected by May 1 their milk
cannot enter the city of Toronto. He
urged, however, that the other citles
had not seen the same danger as Dr.
Sheard. Objection is taken to the test
that in some cases it rable, in others
it indicates the presence of discase
where it is not. But this is a ques-
tion of science, and the tuberculin
test is apparently the best known.

LET INSPECTION BE GENBERAL.

The farmers suggested that the test
be . Let the Government ap-
point an inepector who will inspect aill
the herds. Such an official will be in-
dependent of influence, He invited tha
city of Toronto to join and co-operate
with the milk producers and endeavor
to obtain the appointment of an in-
spector who will not only officiate for
the city of Toronto, but for the whole
province.
