London, Dec. 15.—The time for ratifying 
the Anglo-French Niger treaty expired yes­
terday without any action having been tak­
en by the British Government to confirm 
the terms otf the treaty arranged by the 
Ambassadors of the two countries. Title 
leaves the disputes and rival claims of 
England and France to territories and 
rights along the River Niger la a more 
unsettled state than before. It not only 
leaves In critical condition the affaire lu 
West Africa, but ba» on Important bearing 
upon the disputed regions In other parts of 
the continent where the two countries have 
conflicted.

Sir Edmund Monaon, the British Ambas­
sador at Parle, has been Instructed by 
Lord Salisbury to Inform M. Del casse, 
French Minister of Foreign Affairs, that 
If the treaty Is to be brought up again in 
a revised form the clause giving France 
two trading stations on the lUver Niger 
must be omitted before England can con­
sent to negotiate In the matter. '

When the treaty was supposed to have 
been concluded, a few month» ago, tL-i 
French withdrew their garrisons at Bonus» 
and Ulo, on the river. British force» have 
now occupied these places. This action 
on the part of England will greatly Inten­
sify the feeling of hostility In France 
which flamed up so dangerously at the 
(line of the Fashoda Incident.

Lord Salisbury's potici In dealing with 
all questions of dispute with France has 
been of a most Arm and resolute, nature. 
In this he has apparently the unanimous 
backing of the English people.

We have so borne ourselves In the con­
flict and In our Intercourse with the powers 
of the world as to escape complaint or com­
plication and give universal confidence of 
our high purpose and unselfish sacrifices for 
struggling peoples,

Mach Work to Be Done.
The task. 1» not fulfilled. Indeed, ft Is 

only Just begun. The most serions work Is 
still before us. and every energy of heart 
and mind must tie bent, and the Impulses 
of partisanship subordinated to Its faithful 
execution. This Is the time for earnest .not 
faint, hearts. New occasions tench new 
duties. To this nation and everF nation 
there come formative periods In Its life 
and history. New conditions will be met 
only by new methods. Meeting these con­
ditions hopefully and facing them brave­
ly and wisely 1» to be the mightiest test of 
American virtue's capacity. Without aban­
doning past limitations, traditions and prin­
ciples. bat by meeting present opportunity 
and obligations, we shall show ourselves 
worthy of the great trust which c'rillznt'ou 
has Imposed upon us. For this result every 
American patriot will forever rejoice. It 
la no small Indemnity for the cost of war.

Spread-Eagle Talk.
This Government has proved Itself Invinc­

ible In the recent war. and out of it has 
come a nation whit* wlH remain Indivisible 
for evermore. The victory we celebrate Is 
not that of a ruler, a President, or a Con­
gress. but of the people. An army whose 
valor we admire, and n navy whose achieve­
ments we applaud, were not assembled by 
draft or conscription, but from voluntary 
enlistment. The heroes came from civil us 
well as military life. Trained and untrain­
ed soldiers wrought our triumph.

Not a Selfish Truce.
The pence we have won Is not a selfish 

truce of arms, but one whose conditions 
presage good to humanity.

At Bunjter Hill, liberty was at stake; at 
Gettysburg, the union was the Issue; before 
Man.la and Santiago, our armies fought, not 
for gain or revenge, but for human rights. 
They contended for the freedom of the 
oppressed, for whose welfare, the United 
States has never fulled to lend a hand to 
establish and uphold, and. I believe, never 
will. The. glories of the war cannot be 
dimmed, but the result will bo Incomplete 
and unworthy of us unless supplemented 
by civil victories, harder possibly to win; 
in their way no less indispensable.

Dtlltcnltlrs Will Come.
We will have our difficulties and our em­

barrassment#. They are Inseparable from 
every great movement of reform. But 
American capacity bus triumphed over all 
lu lilt- past, lsanuts have In the end 
vanished. Apparent dangers have been 
averted or. avoided, and our owu history 
shows that progress bus come so naturally 
uml steadllv on the heels ot new and grave 
responsibilities that, as we look back upon 
the acquisition of territory by our fathers, 
we are filled with wonder that any doubt 
could have existed or any apprehension 
could have been felt of the "wisdom of their 
action, of their capacity to grapple with 
the then untried and mighty problems.

Their Genius of Civilisation.
The Republic Is to-diiy larger, stronger and 

better prepared than ever before for wise 
and profitable developments lu new direc­
tions. Even If tin- minds of some of our 
own people are still ilisinrbed b,v perplexing 
and anxious doubts. In wliieh all of us have 
shared, and si 111 share, the genius of Ameri­
can civilization will. I believe be found 
both original and creative, and capable of 
subserving all the great Interests which 
shall be confined to our keeping.
