Ex-Premier Ross Returns Muach Bea-
efited but Still Lame.

Browned by the sun of the tropics
and looking remarkably. fit, but still
suffering from rheumatism, which has
held him a prisoner for several years,
George W. RoOss, ex-premier, returncd
to Toronto on Tuesday morning fror
Jamaica, where he has spent the past
six weeks. With him came his two
daughter s, Miss Ross and Misg Mabel
Ross. Their return at this time Wwe¢s
unknown except to the immediate mem-
bers of the family, who were at the
Unicn Station to greet them.

The ex-premier left Toronto on F'eb.
22. and reached Kingston, Jamaica, on
March 3. His whole time: was spent
in the country near Kingston, and at
the sulphur springs, about 40 miles
from the capital.

Mr. Rosg will rest quietly at bhis
home until after the Easter recess,
when he will take his place as leader
of the opposition in the legislature, his
seat at the right of Mr. Harcourt hav-
ing been reserved for him. His col-
leagues are prepariig to give him 2a
demonstration on hig first appearance.
