inet yesterday afternoon by Mr. D. 
Wigle, mayor of Kingsville, who de­
tailed certain changes, which it was 
claimed would benefit the tobacco in­
dustry of the country. He asked that 
a customs duty of 35 cents per pound 
be placed on all imported leaf, and $1 
a pound on all manufactured tobacco. 
He also asked that there should be one 
uniform license. Mr. Wigle urged that 
prompt action was necessary, so that 
the growers might prepare for this 
years crop.
A large part of last year's crop is 

still in their hands, he said, as the re­
sult of overproduction, and the draw­
back of the present regulations. The 
price realized, he claimed, has only 
been about half what it should be.

Mr. Wigle was assured by Hon. 
Messrs. Fisher and Templeman that 
changes would soon be made, the na­
ture of which the ministers were not 
yet at liberty to make public.

The 
societies should assist in the develop­
ment of those lines of agriculture to 
which each community was adapted.

Col. Kelley and Captain Deasy were 
arrested in Manchester, Eng., Sept. 18. 
1867, charged with complicity in the 
Fenian plot in Ireland. The chaise 
read “treason-felony." Ten days later, 
when the prisoners were being con­
veyed from the courthouse to the jail 
a band of Fenians attacked the van, 
and one of them in blowing open the 
lock, killed Police Seargeant Brett. 
Many were arrested for the murder of 
Brett, and some sent to penal serv­
itude. Three were executed—Allen. 
Larkin and O'Brien. Kelley escaped 
and returned to the United States, 
where he had lived some time before.

New York, Feb. 20.—A 10-year plan 
of missionary work on an increasing 
scale in foreign fields, especially in the 
Orient, was mapped out here today at 
the session of the Methodist Mission 
Reform Church in America.

It is planned by the terms of the re­
solution which the board adopted to 
increase the missionary appropriation 
by $30,000 each year for ten years so 
as to raise it from $124,000 in 1908 to 
$424,000 in 1918.
