HUGHES MET CHARGES

Liberals ~Have Profited More
From Contracts Than| Have
~ Conservatives.

NO PARTY FAVORITISM

Political Stripe Not Considered
in Giving Commissions, *

However,
I think I can do more good here at
home and General Fiset is'in the same
position, and many other goopd officers
whom we have not been able to spare
from Canada.”

Case of Lessard.

“How about General ILessard?”
Liberal inquired.

“General Lessard has mnever applied
to go to the front,” Sir Sam answered
quickly, “altho no deubt He is anxious
to go, but. he has had impprtant duties
here and he has been run' down in
health for the past thrée or four
months.”

General Hughes then dealt with the
charge that his friend, Colonel J. Wes-
ley Allison, had acted as a middleman
in the purchase of “automatic re-
volvers,” and that the government had
paid more than the market price. The
correspondence with the Colt Com-
pany, which he laid on the table of
the house, seemed to completely dis-
prove both charges, which by the way,
have already been investigated by Sir
Charles Davidson.

General Hughes then made a brief
statement respecting the army of Can-
ada. Sixty thousand men were at the
front, 60,000 in England and 130,000 in
Canada- Many of the men were bil-
letted in villages, but some of them
slept at their own homes every night.
The British Government was not
ready to receive them; had no ade-
quate accommodation for.them.

Ross Rifle Troubles.

Touching on the Ross rifle, Sir Sam
sajid that the trouble hivd been with
the, ammunition. Some very poor ant-
munition had been issued by the Brit-
ish Government and the cartridges
jammmed in the case of the Ross rille
and the Lee-Enfield ririe alike. Tne

The minister then made a spirited
defence of the zhell comenittee, paying
a ‘high tribute to Sir Alex.

After a few pioneers had demon-
strated that shells could be made in
Canada, the general . said  that the
trains were loaded down with people
coming to Ottawa looking for shell
contracts, and in the distribution of
these contracts, there was mo political
favoritism. As a matter. of fact, four-
fifths of the contracts for shells’ and
ceven-eighths of the contracts for shell
boxes, had gone to Liberals.

Gen. Hughes then discussed the
prices paid. It was largely a matter
of guesswork in -fixing the price for
the first 18-pound high explosive
shells, and finally $8.45 ga,d been  ‘the
tender. At that time United States
manufacturens were getting 012 for
the same shell. As the Canadian manu-
facturers found themselves reimburs-
ed for their first outlay, and as their
vrorlkmen attained more skill, the price
was reduced, first to $5.70, then to $3.76
and finally to $1.75.

Big Benefit to Canada.

Sir Sam Hughes, in closing, recount-
od the great benefit conferred on Can-
ada, by munition orders. The shell
committee had placed: orders amount-
irg to $.50,000,000. Meanwhile the gov-
ernment and the manufacturers had so
co-operated that Canadian zinc and
copper were now refined in Canada.

At the baitle cf St. Julian it was
slells made of Canadian metal, by
Canadian workmen, that enabled a
handfui of Canadian soldiers to hold
hack the German host, estimated at not
less than- 100,000 men.

OTTAWA, Jan. 26—The govers-
ment members were in caucus for:

At the
conclusion of the conference little in-

formation was voucnsafed to the press

Henderson. M.P., for Halton, presided.
It is generally understood that the.
demand of the opposition for an in-
vestigation into the adminitration of
the old shell committece was the sub~
ject under consideration.

It i said that the prime minister
addressed the caucus at considerable
fength, and_intimated that the pro-
posed investigation was inexpediemt
from an “mperial standpoint, and that'
it could nmot be undertaken at “any
rate without the consent of tlhe im-
perial authorities. He is said to have
called for a frank expression of views,
and it is rumored that some members
expressed, themselves. in favor of
granting the investigatjon.

The upshot of the discussion was,
that it was felt the guvernment ought
to communicate with: the imperial
government, and give the general sub-
ject furtherinformation.
