Roy McDonald Won Praise in
Fluency in Both English and

In the Lefebvre memorial hall at "tl
Joseph’s College, St. Joseph, N.B, yes-
terday, there was held, before a large
audience comprising, besides many vis-
itors, the faculty and the students of |
the college and of the Sacred Heart |
Con vent, the annual debates: of the Le-!
febvre Bilingual Society. The speakers |
of the evening were: Frank Cashen of
Sydney Mines, N.S.; ~Albert Dionne,
Edmundston, N.B.; Roy McDonald, St.
John, N.B.; Noel McLaughlin, Buc-
touche, N.B. Messrs. McLaughlin and
McDonald upheld the affirmative of the |
French debate, the subject of which
was “That Germany more than Austria-
Hungary is responsible for the war.”
The affirmative side contended that
Germany’s ambitions for conquest of
territory, as well as for political and |
commercial supremacy of the world |
were factors which threw upon her the |
responsibility for the war. |

Messrs. |
Dionne and Cashen tried to show that:

Austria’s despotic conduct towards Ser- !
bia, which Russia was bound to protect,
and her interest in the Balkans drew |
upon her as great a burden of guilt as |
upon Germany, her ally. I

In the English debate which was that|
Canada should adopt a system of na-|
tion-wide prohibition, the affirmative |
was upheld by Messrs. McDonald and |
McLaughlin who argued that, owing to|
the bad effects of the liquor traffic upon
the individual and upon the family and
society in general, and also owing to the
necessity of economizing on foodstuffs
during the war, national prohibition
was necessary.

SHOWED DECREASE
IN NET REVENE

Annval Meeting In Fredericton—
Gross Much Larger, But Also
Expenditures

In spite of a record growth in busi-
ness and a large increase in the gross
earnings, the New-Brunswick Telephone
Company showed a decrease in the net
revenue during their last fiscal year, a
condition which is ascribed to the in-
creased cost of carrying on the business.
This statement was made in the report
of the presideni, which was submitted
to the annual meeting which was held in
the head office of the company in Fred-
ericton this afternoon.

The executive of the board of direct-
ors met this morning and the full board
held a meeting at 2.80 this afternoon.
Following this, the annual meeting of
the shareholders was held. Nearly all
the directors and several of the other
shareholders were present.

In his annual report, the president said
that the gross earnings of the company
had increased $55,000 over the previous
year’s figures, but that the net earnings
showed a decrease of nearly $10,000, due
to increased costs in all departments.
During the year 1,700 new telephones had
been added to the circuits, a record of
growth for the company. A substantial
addition of nearly 850 miles of copper
circuit had been added to the long dis-
tance facilities during the year.

COMPANY SHOULD BUILD
THEIR OWN WAITING ROOMS

(Continued from page 1.)

Commissioner Fisher then brought up
the matter of a comfort station in Mar-
ket Square. He said that -the New
Brunswick Power Company has express§
ed its approval of the project, but ha e
not said definitely how much of the cost
they would bear. He had found public
comment faverable to the idea. i

In reply to Commissioner McLellan, he
said that he proposed to pay for the
building by a bond issue. He then moved
that the council ask local architects to
submit ideas for the comfort station for
consideration on next Tuesday.

On being informed that the estimated
cost is from $8,000 to $10,000, Commis-
sioner McLellan said he would not vote
for a bond issue for the erection of a
comfort station in Market Square at so
great a cost. He advocated several sta-
tions in different parts of the city and
was prepared to vote for the erection of
three at a cost of $2,500 each. He thought
the power company should build their
own waiting rooms.

Commissioner Wigmore said he be-

 lieved comfort stations should be built in
| several places at a cost of not more than
1 $8,000 each, and he thought the mattcer

could afford to stand over for
time.

Commissioner McLellan said that be-
fore competitive plans were asked for the
city should fix the maximum it was will-
ing to pay and should say whether the
building was to be partly or entirely
above or below ground. !

The mayor said he believed there was
a greater demand for a comfort station
in King square than for one in Market
Square, and Commissioner' McLellen sug-
g:sted the walk leading to ihe, oriaern
side of the square as the best site.

Commissioner McLellan' said’‘that if
Commissioner Fisher would provide the
comfort stations, he thought they”could
see that the waiting rooms would be pro-
vided for.

Commissioner McLellan remarked that
the new company was sending in bills for
street lighting monthly, but that he did
not intend to pay them oftener than
quarterly.
