PRODUCTION GAINS

Mr. Wilson said that since the 
grading of eggs in Canada had been 
undertaken there had .been a big in­
crease in the egg production. In 1914 
it had been 16 dozen per capita and 
last year it had grown to 28.

James Bremner, provincial live stock 
superintendent, said the department 
had horse, cattle, sheep and swine, un­
der their care. The number of horses 
was decreasing but the quality was 

i better and the grades were being gradu­
ally forced out by the pure breds.

On the growth of the cattle depended 
the sheep and swine industry and it 
was on this line the efforts of the de­
partment were mainly centred. Through 
a system of bonusing pure bred bulls, 
according to a standard df performance, 
there had been a big improvement in 
the stock of the province, in 1916 the 
number of pure bred bulls being 83 and 
last year it had increased to 167.

One result of this had been to secure 
for the local breeders the business of 
supplying pure bred sires, and it was 
only when the "demand exceeded the 
supply that bulls were brought in from 
outside.

The department had under considera­
tion tthe starting of several calf clubs 
in the province, and these were ex­
pected to interest the young people on 
the farms in good stock.

The work of the New Brunswick 

Poultry Exchange and its place in in­
creasing production were told of by 
A. R. Jones, •manager. The exchange 
had now 60 circles and 1,000 members 
but their work was handicapped by 
the selling of ungraded eggs.
