Belobodorof, a laborer and
president of the Workmen’s and Soldiers’
Council, was the first who voted in favor

“When sentence had been passed and
signed by all the members Jurofski and
Belobodorof went to the house of the
engineer Ignatief, where the Czar and
his family had been confined, in order
to be present at the excution.

“A section of Red Guards, who had
been ordered to carry it out, did not
even ask to read the written sentence;
but greeted the verbal statemnts with
loud hurrahs. Making a grat din they.
rushed to the bedroom ocucpied by the
Czar and his family.

“When the Czar and -his wife heard

ed, the Czar himself assisting his son to
