Posen would
be reached by an army advancing from
Russian Poland, and this would be an

entjrely different operation from that |

carried on by the Russian armies in
East Prussia. Germany certainly can-
sot afford to ignore the advance of Rus-
jian armies into her territory both by
way of Posen and East Prussia, and the
suggestion that she is willing to permit
them to advance until they reach the
banks of the Oder does not apper to be
a reasonable one. If the immense armies
of Russia were permitted without seri-
ous trouble to’ advance that far into
Germany there could be very ljttle hope
of dislodging them. It seems to be
clear, however, from the reports receiv-
ed, that thus far the Russians are not
only meeting with comparatively slight
opposition, but are advancing with far
greater rapidity than was anticipated.
Perhaps the most significant item in
the news from France is that there is a
new French minister of war, the cabinet
having resigned and been reconstructed.
This suggests that there has not been
complete satisfaction at Paris with the
conduct of affairs, and perhaps may be
rekarded as giving some force to the
criticism that the French armies repel-
ling the German advance are not as
large or as effective as had been expect-
ed, in view of the opportunity afforded
by the action of Belgium for a complete
and thorough mobilization. ‘Whether
there is anything in this criticism or
not, however, the Germans are still un-
able to break through the French, Brit-
jsh and Belgian lines. The French and
British are reported to have fallen back
a short distance on both the right and
Jeft, but'to be pushing forward their
centre with success. 1t is assumed that
where their troops have been withdrawn
it has been to stronger positions. The
attempt of the Germans to get arO\{nd
by the north and envelop the allied
armies is still & failure, and there may
be something in the contention that their
movement in this direction was not part
of a serious effort to reach the shores of
the English Channel, but was & feint to
cover their real attack in force through
Southern Belgium into France. Thusfar
they are held in check in Southern Bel-
gium and also in the north. But success

Luxemburg i8 vital to Germany, and
progress.

the struggle is still in
allied armies, acting on the defensive,
are able to inflict much greater loss upon
the enemy than they themselves sustain.
Thus a sentence in one of last night’s
cables says that in the three days’ bat-
tle in .Cha.rleroi and Mons the German
Josses were in the proportion of three to
, one of those of the allied troops; and
the French war office declares that in
the various combats along that line dur-
ing the three days the results were gen-
erally to the advantage of the allies. The_
news is still very meagre, however, and
we can only comfort ourselves with the
knowledge that what the censors permit
to come through indicates that the Ger-
man armies are still held in check in the
west, while the Russian armies continue
to make a rapid advance into Germany
from the east.
e ——
A COMPARISON
We are reminded by Lord Kitchener
and others that this war will be a tre-
mendous strain upon the resources of
the Empire, and the statement is per-
‘fcctly true; but what must be the strain
upon Germany, and how long can it be
endured? Germany’s commerce has
been destroyed. The sea routes are open
and safe for the commerce of the Brit-
ish Empire. Germany’s industries are
paralyzed, and all her able bodied men
have not only become non-producers,
but must die by thousands and. perhaps
hundreds of thousands on the buttkﬁehl.
Britain’s industries, though _seri()usly af-
fected, are not paralyzed, and her cap-
tains of industry are now planning to
secure the markets Germany has lost.
Germany’s food supply must steadily
diminish. Britain is constantly receiving
fresh stores from the granaries and har-
vest fields of the Empire. While Ger-
many is fighting France, Belgium and
England on her western frontier, the
armies of Russia are advancing toward
Berlin from the east. Germany is being
shorn of her colonial possessions. Her
boasted fleet is helpless. The position of
France, while not so favorable as that
of Britain and Russia, is very much
more favorable than that of Germany,
because her ports are open for the re-
ceipt of fresh supplies. Moreover, France
can draw fresh troops from her colonial
possessions, just as Britain can draw
them from India, Canada, Australia,
New Zealand and South Africa. That
which Germany loses is irretrievably lost.
That which the allied countries lose can
be replaced. The longer the struggle the
more tremendous the strain upon Ger-
many, and when that strain becomes
well nigh unbearable there is at least
the possibility that the Socialists, who
form SO considerable a portion of her

end. Even if she should succeed in over-
running France ‘and capturing the city
of Paris, Britain and Russia would still
fight on. German military writers admit
that their country could not have carried
on the war of 1870 another three months,
and Bismarck lost sleep in worry lest
some other power should intervene be-
fore the French finally accepted the Ger-
man terms. That war only lasted six
months, The Germany of today is far
more rich and powerful, but the combin-
ation against her is infinitely superior
both in wealth and in fighting strength.
Whatever successes she may gain, there-
fore, in the initial stage of the war, it
must be remembered that she has as
yet only entered upon the initial stage.

THE ZEPPELINS

Thus far the only damage done by the
Zeppelin airships of Germany was that
which was done in Antwerp, and this
was so barbarous a method of warfare
that the American ambassador to Bel-
gium has protested against it. That par-
ticular airship will do no more damage,
since it was brought down by the Bel-
gians. It was said that Germany had
about forty Zeppelins for use in this
war, and the Germans themselves pre-
dicted that they would do enormous
damage, not only in land warfare, but
against an enemy’s ships. We know that
a number of these craft have already
been destroyed; and, although the Ger-
man authorities declared that they could
rid the sea of an enemy’s fleet for a long
distance from the coast line, nothing of
the sort has been accomplished. As a
matter of fact it would be by sheer
luck if a bomb dropped from an airship,
at the height at which it would be com-
pelled to move through the air, should
strike a battleship; and we are told that
unless it fell into one of the funnels the
damage would not in any case be very
serious. The British fleet is not afraid
of the Zeppeling, and there seems -very
little prospect that they will accomplish
much for Germany in this war. The
light and swift aeroplane, performing
scout duty, is far more valuable; and
here France has a distinct advantage
over Germany.

Japan has lost no time in sending her
fleet to the scene of operations against
the Germans at Tsing Tau.
