“At first,” said M. Joffre, “the Ger­
mans indicated a willingness to the 
reasonable, but clear definitions of their 
position showed they wanted the Rus­
sians to reimburse German citizens for 
losses which they had suffered as the 
result of laws passed by Russia, but are 
unwilling to pay Russian peasants for 
goods commandeered by the Germans.

“The Germans argued that all contri­
butions exacted from occupied cities 
and territories, as well as all requisitions, 
were for supporting order arid conse­
quently Should not be refunded. The 
German members said the Russians 
plans for creating an international fund 
to indemnify individuals for losses was 
impracticable, and they also declared 
that submarine, Zeppelin and airplane 
damages were not indemnifiable.”

Ottawa, Jan. 28—Important results are 
likely to follow a. conference between 
the dominion war Cabinet and represen­
tatives of labor organizations which will 
be resumed tomorrow with Hon. N. W. 
Rowell, chairman of the war cabinet, 
presiding.

Labor men will come from all_the 
provinces. In governmental circles a 
feeling of optimism prevails as to "the 
meeting with delegations with labor. 
Ministers say that at the first confer­
ence the labor men left no room for 
doubt as to their determination and de­
sire to give their support to the war 
aims of the government. The conference 
may last for two or three days.

Amsterdam, Jan. 27:—According to 
reports printed in German newspapers 
concerning the proceedings of the meet­
ing of the main committee of the Reich­
stag, Secretary of the Interior Wallraf, 
referring to a leaflet advocating a gen­
eral strike, expressed the strong hope 
that the German workers would not 
listen to such “an inexcusable call from 
irresponsible quaïtèfV"
