Bake in a hot oven
until brown and crisp.

Soak a pint and a half of stale bread
in a pint of milk 10 or 12 hours. Keep
the mixture in a warm place where it
will sour slightly, then rub through'a
sieve, and add one teaspoon salt, two
tablespoons sugar, half a pint of flour
and a slight grating of nutmeg. Dis-
solve a teaspoon of soda in one-half a
gill of milk add this liquid” and two
well-beaten eggs, and “fry.

MINSTER OF MLITW
LECTURES OFFICERS
ON-NEGLEET OF DUT

Halifax, July 11—Col. Sam Hughes,
minister of militia, entertained the per-
manent and active militia officers of the
Halifax garrison at dinner tonight and
created somewhat of a sensation by
roundly lecturing the regular officers for
idling and neglecting their duties.

He declared that the permanent force
was no placé for men who desired to
spend their time in idleness, profligacy
and social gaiety, and any men who fail-
ed to do their work could look for very
little sympathy.

He referred to friction which has ex-
isted between the active militia and the
permanent forees all over the dominion
and defended his policy of appointing
men from the active forces to positions
which men of the permanent corps were
qualified to fill.

Col. Hughes said this condition had
been met with all over Canada, but he
had refrained from speaking of it until
