Of 
course all the arrangements will be super­
vised by Queen Alexandra, who adores her 
grandchildren, and—it is whispered—spoils 
them not a little, which Quee„n Mary, 
though herself a devoted mother—does not 
approve of, so Lady Bertha Dawkins has 
received strict instructions as to what they 
may and may not do.

Queen Alexandra is a most determined 
person—I have heard people call her ob­
stinate—so Lady Bertha will have her 
work cut out. Well, if anyone can do it, 
she can. Disraeli once said of her mother 
that it was impossible to be dull or un­
happy in her company, as she was not 
only handsome and clever, but also kind. 
The same can be said of her daughter, 
in appearance, she is tall, slight and fair, 
and dresses quietly.

The Marchioness of Donegal
Lord Curzon of Kedleston, the ex Vic­

eroy of India, has been entertaining his 
mother-in-law, Mrs. Joseph Leiter at 
Hackwood Park, which some years ago lie 
bought from Lord Bolton. In honor of 
his guest he has had several parties —sol­
emn and dull as usual. Somehow, good 
man though he is, he cannot get bright 
people about him.

Mrs Leiter is not amus­
ing, and even her daughter, Lady Suffolk, 
can hardly be described as gay.

Governess of Royal Children

Lady Bertha Dawkins, who has been de­
puted to act as governess to Princess Mary 
and the younger children of their Majes­
ties while they are in India, is an old 1 
friend of Quen Mary’s. She was the 
youngest daughter of the Lord Lathom 
who was a Lord Chamberlain in Queen 
Victoria’s time, and an exceptionally clev­
er and lively girl. She was one of those 
sunny-tempered people, whom one imag­
ines sorrow can never touch. Yet she has 
had a good deal. She lost her parents 
soon after she came out. and she and her

twenty-four. This appalling record, too, 
applies to only the few causes mentioned. 
If statistics could be obtained of all fatali­
ties and injuries in the dominion, the bill 
of cost ewould have a still more serious 
appearance.

“Many, if not the majority of these ac­
cidents, can be traced to carelessness or 
selfishness. The desire to achieve big re­
sults in that shortest possible time at the 
expense of efficiency is a national trait 
which the country may well take immedi­
ate steps to obliterate. The evil of dol­
lar and dividend hunting regardless of de­
struction in its wake, is a menacé to Can­
ada’s progress and credit.

“The writer heard an engineer admit 
that a certain structure which had been 
criticized ‘might fall in thre years’ time/ 
with possibly serious loss of life. Rail­
road contractors were laying new steel 
recently at a record-breaking pace, while 
a big crack in the concrete abutment of 
a bridge was allowed to wait, despite the 
fact that work trains used the bridge 
daily. Carelessness with live wires, reck­
less driving of automobiles—in a thousand 
ways we violate the first principles of a 
civilized communitj'.

“The reasons for the existence of such 
conditions are due largely to individual, 
çorporate and legislative, carelessness. We 
need better laws for the protection of life 
and property, and the strict enforcement 
of such laws. If the Imperial Board of 
Trade, for instance, had to deal with the 
question of our railroad fatalities, as they 
do in Great Britain, their action for re­
form would be drastic enough to startle 
us in no slight degree. We can therefore 
afford to emulate John Bull in his thor­
oughness of work and his regard for life. 
Ultimately his results are better, safer 
and more durable than ours. American 
hustle takes the vitality out of the nation 
and in more senses than one."’
