freighter Chester Kiwanis, anchored off
Staten Island.

They found Capt. Chas. Boothby bar-
ricaded in his cabin, bruised and bitten.
He attributed his injuries to white mem-
bers of the crew.

When the police boat John F. Hylan
approached, the officers heard shots and
saw negroes and whites in a battle royal
on deck. It developed that twelve
;negrocs were opposing the rush of thirty
| whites toward the barricaded captain’s
{cabin. The trouble was quelled in an
hour without the police firing a shot.
The police left the vessel after driving
the whites below decks and waiting till
they had gone asleep. The negroes re~
mained on deck, guarding the captain,
who is a white man. .

The fight had been almost continuous
since "the freighter dropped anchor Sat-
urday night and had been brewing since
she left Boulogne twelve days previously.
Captain Boothby’s version was that the
whites had an erroneous idea that he
was favoring negroes in the distribution
of work and the trouble culminated when
they vowed to “get” him. None of the

Judge Parker, who has taken a pro-
minent part in several movements for
the furtherance of amicable relations be-
tween his own country and the British
nations, declared the war had demon-
strated to all men not blinded by preju-
dice that “it is now, and ever will be,
wise for the two great English-speaking
nations to stand together for the peace
of the whole world if they can influence
it, and if they cannot, then for their joint
protection.

“So far as the people of Canada and
the United States are concerned, “the
speaker continued, “we not only believe
in one another, but we are right good
friends.
each other’s bar associations, national
and state, and by exchange of visits be-
tween different associations and societies.
And the American Federation of Labor
membership is composed of critizens of
both countries. Sometimes it holds its
annual meetings in your country and at
other times in ours.

“So we know each other, believe in
each other, and like each other. But
your mother country, and ours as well,
is nearly three thousand miles away
from each other. It is not as convenient
for her people and ours to be as soci-
able as you and we are. That is one
reason why we need your help to bring
us a little closer together and make us
a little warmer toward each other. We
have a mighty respect for each other,
but we need better and stronger heart
action,”

Speaking of the United States’ partici-
pation in the war, which, he said, “came
very much later than many of us
wished,” Judge Parker gave full credit
to the British navy for making possible
the sending of so many U. S. troops to
Europe.

“Two 'millions of troops went over,”
he said, “but Great Britain furnished
over sixty per cent. of the boats to carry
the troops and fifty per cent. of the con-
voys. Nor could this remarkable feat
have been accomplished had the German
fleet been out on the ocean, instead of

being bottled up as it was by the British
i fleet.”
