ing circumstances which should reduce
the crime to manslaughter. He
then asked permisgion for the prisoner
himself to make a personal statement
which the court allowed.

The statement of the prisoner when
taken down by a short-hand writer
amounted to this—that he had absolute
proof that his wife hiq committed adul-
tery withhis brother ; thattwo years ago
he had such evidence ; that further proof
of the continuance of the guilty inter-
course had been recently furnished ; and
that on the day of thé killing he had
taxed his wife with it and that in reply
she declared her determination to con-
tinue it. He then said he would make
that impossible, and taking his gun he
went out and shot his brother in a par-
oxysm of anger.

Such was the prisoner’s account, bnt
it does not harmonize with the evidence
of several of the witnesses who swore
that he had often been urging his wife
to confess which: she refused to do,
declaring her innocence. If then it were
true that he had undeniable proof two
years ago, why should he be always
pressing for a confession ?

The Hon. Justice Sir Robert Pinsent
charged the jury in a singularly lucid
and impartialaddress in which he put
the issues before them in the clearest
manner, and explained the law bearing
on the case. He pointed out the
difference between murder and man-
slaughter, and‘?:the. circumstances
which might reduced homicide to man-
slaughter—sudden impulse under strong
provocation, anger blaziog up suddenly
under wrongs inflicted and overpower-
ing the control pf the will. He also
clearly defined what the law recognized
as insanity, and evidently did not admit
that the plea of insanity could be justly
urged in this case, as the prisoner, by
his own languagg, showed that he knew
the consequences of his deed. He told
the jury that they were bound by their
oaths to find a verdict founded on the
evidence and THuccordance with the
law as laid down by the court. They
were bound, while duly weighing
all the pleas drged in favor of the
prisoner, and of which they were to be
judges, to. conserve the interest of
justice and the upholding of the law in
its purity and itegrity. He then sub-
mitted three issnes on which their ver-
dict was asked—was it a case of wilful
murder promp by “malice afore-
thought,” and were there any grqunds,

several pieces of the ribs penetrating the
lungs. He also found that the man led
from the nose and earsand to all a;‘)fear-
ances was in a dying condition
when  brought te.- the hospital
From the statements. gaade by the train
men, Duthbridge, who was a brakeman
on the gravel {rainm, had left the saloon
carin the rearof the train and was in
the act of ste;vpinﬁ from itto the next
car when he fell between the cars; the
wheels of which passing_ over his body
caused his injuries. Inleaying the car
as he did the witnesses considered Duth-
bridge had acted carlessly and the rail-
way wasin no way blameable for his
death. The jury found a verdict in ac-
cordance with the evidence.
