Arrangements Made for Next Year--

The - recent great success of the

Others have been saying the
same things and saying them in . the
hearing of the Westminster boys, with
the result that something tangible has
already been accomplished in making
arrangements for an eastern trip.

Thomas Gifford, M. . P., an enthusi-
ast in the game, is in Victoria to-day,
and definite arrangéments for the
‘Westminster team to tour the cities of
Tastern Canada, where they will' meet
all the .celebrated teams of the coun-
try, where the game originated. Among
these will be the Capitals, the famous
team who won everything in England
except one match, which they drew;
; the Shamrocks, who are going to visit
{the Old Country next geason, and they
will also play a return game with the
Tecumsehs, who expect to have a
stronger team when playing at home.

‘When they have tried the mettle of
the eastern teams; and, as they hope,
have lowered the color of not a few of
them, they will then join the Sham-
rocks in their trip to England, playing
the young teams of that country.

The English people-are taking a great
interest in the Canadian game, angd last
year gave the Capitals some difficult
work in holding their own. When the
Englishman goes inte a game he does
g0 with his whole soul, and the result is
the players of that country have ac-
quired considerable skill in lacrosse
both in the . universities. and
country clubs. 'British Columbians will
watch their tour with the greatest in-
terest.

Leaves for Vancouver on Monday to
Estimate What Dominion Has
~ to Pay Japan.

Ottatva, Oct. 12.—Mackenzie King ex-
pects to leave for Vancouver on Mon-
day, and take up the work of the royal
commissicn. to adjust Japanese losses
‘in Vancouver from the riots. He ex-
peets to have the work completed by
the time.the Hon. A. Lemieux sails
for the Orient.

It is said here that the reason for
the Japanese consul-general, Nosse,
not meeting the Japanese is that he
gave the government here an assur-
ance at the time the treaty was being
entered into.that the immigration from
Japan to Canada would not exceed the
numbers arranged. While Japan may
consent to this, she does not want to
be confronted with evidence of her own
officers that she has been breaking ar-
rangements.

Bridge Disaster Conciudes
Sittings.

Montreal, Oct. 12.—Craig street was
turned into a swift running .stream
shortly before midnight by a bad break
in a water main. A cab coming down
the grade from  St. James street was
preventeq from -crossing by a horse
breaking through the wooden pave-
ment. A sudden jolt threw the driver
from his seat and the occupant ‘inside
stretched forward and struck his head
against the iron rod or brass railing,
cauisng the blood -to.flow. The driver
was cut and stunned.

.The south side of Craig street, from
St. Peter to St. Francois Xavier, was
flooded o nthe sidewalk up to the inner
edge. The street cars were stopped,
and it was on hour before the water
department shut off the water.

Country Flooded.

Quebec, Oct, 12.—The river has over-
flowed a few miles west of here, caus-
ing a considerable part of the country
to Pecome flooded.

Bfidge Disaster.

Quebec, Oct, 12.—Commissioners ap-
pointed to investigate the causeg of the
Quebec bridge disaster concluded last
night. They sat three times yesterday,
and will be in New York an Monday to
examine Mr. Cox, the consulting engi-
neer of the Quebec: bridge. From there
they will go to Phoenixville, and will
probably return to the bridge again be-
fore submitting a report to the govern-
ment.

A Generous Donor.

Toronto, Oct. 12.—Another prominent
business man in Hamilton, whose name
is withheld, has given $50,000 to the Vic-
toria university, which will enable that
institution to take advantage of An-
drew Carnegie’s offer of an equal sum
for the library, the building conditions
being that the' university should- collect
the same amount for a permanent en-
dowment alumni. The people of Vic~
toria ‘had already subscribed -about
$7,000 as a nucleus for the endowment,
but *owing to the.::generosity of the
Hamilton gentleman the full sum is
now available for furnishings.

He went into the
house and found Ragdzyak in a pool of
blood. The man wag semi-conscious
and Wwas swearing at his wife. That
was gll Sunfleld could remember until
he found himself in the police station
and was informed of the charge of
murder against him.

TROUBLE OVER
A BOARD WALK

C. P. R. PRESSING FOR
" LAYING OF CEMENT

Difficulty Arises in Connection With
Street Work in Front of
Empress Hotel.

(From Saturday’s Daily.) >

There is trouble in prospect in cen~
nection with the contract between the
city and the C. P. R. people anent the
constructioll of the Empress hotel. The
wires were warmed a little on this sub-
ject yesterday afternoon with Execu-
tive Agent Marpole at one end and the
building inspector in charge ' of con-
struction work at the other. How is it
—such was the effect of the enquiry so
emphatically started from the official
end of the Canadian Pacific railway in
Vancouver—that the city of Victoria is
putting down a wooden sidewalk in
front of the Empress on Government
street, whilst a cement footway is pro-
vided for in the bond. *“‘Get after the
mayor and corporation and find out
what is the matter.” This was sub-
stantially  the interrogation that came
flashing over the cable yesterday, and
which sent the building inspector
hurrying to the Mayor’s office and led
the chief magistrate of the city to sum-
mon a special meeting—or to have
summoned a special meeting extra-
ordinary—of that committee of the gov-
erning board of the city whose wisdom
is supposed to be expressed in the work
done on the city streets and all mat-
ters appertaining thereto, 2

This meeting of the streets commit-
tee wag held last night, but according
to all that could be gathered by a
Times reporter at hotel headquarters,
the friction has only been exaggerated
by what was determined. In a word, as
claimed by the railway representatives,
it has been decided to avoid recogni-
tion of a spéeific term in the contract
under which the big hotel project was
got under way. In this connection the
building inspector this morning point-
ed to by-law 417, which .he showed
stated in precise terms that the city
would put down a cement sidewalk on
Goyvernment street—at least this was
one of the streets named—and ‘it is the
part of the undertaking being the most
conspicuous, that those responsible for
the hotel work are kicking about—be-
fore the completion of the hotel. “And,”
says the building inspector, “I was in-
structed that the meeting last night
had: declded not to:-put down a per-
manent- sidewalk until spring.”

The building inspector argues that
there is no sound reason adducible for
the stand taken by the city—eyen if the
breach of contract involved in it could
be excused.- He pogitively asserts as a

class of work that a cement sidewalk
can be laid on the Government . street
section of the hotel property, at least,
in a couple of weeks, and that there
can be no sound excuse found for an
evasion of the undertaking on the
ground of unfavorable weather, or that
the season is too far advanced to do the
work,

The suggestion has been made that
this question will be a matter for in-
cidental consideration on the part of
President Shaughnessy, who is expect-
ed here in a few days, and whose yisit,
it is said, is being made chiefly for the
purpose of looking over the hotel work
before al]l the final details in connec-
tion therewith are closed. A meeting
with. city representatives will probably
be arranged to discuss the question—
that is unlesg it should find solution by
negotiations which are being urged in
the meantime,

It would be a pity, it is urged, if the
Empress were permitted to open with a
common * board sidewalk fronting it.
At least there seems to be some sug-
gestion of reason for live consideration
of the point. According. to present
plans the hotel is to be opened for
business in ‘January.

THE FUTURE OF COMOX.

Discovery of Coal in Neighborhood Has
Given-an Impetus to the Island
Town.

Comox, Oct, 11.—The future here is as
bright as one could wish it for the
place. It is now on the lips of every-
body that coal has been found three
miles from Courtney and a pretty sure
indication of this is the fact that farm-
ers have been offered $40 an acre for
their coal rights. Still another mine
will be opened up west of Cumberland.

Three logging camps in the vicinity of
Comox assure to every man good wages
for a day’'s work, and three sawmills in
the same neighborhood are not /behind-
hand in offering big money in order to
turn timber into lumber. The produce
of the farm is also in great demand.
Eggs. for instance, cannot be supplied
in sufficient quantity, and all the fruit
is disposed of as soon as it is ripe.

Good inducements are also offered for
young boys beginning to work, and the
wonder is that they do not come in
larger numbers to secure a piece of land
on which to build a home for them-
selves.

THE JAP VIEW.

Reported That Mikado's Government
Will Not Consent to Restric-
tion of Emigrants.

Tokio, Oct. 11.—In reference to the
telegrams reporting that a Canadian
commission is coming to Japan to ne-
gotiate for the restriction of Japanese
immigration to Canada it is reiterated
here on trustworthy authority that the
Japanese government will not consent
to any restriction, inasmuch as immi-
gration may be restricted when the
government considers it necessary

. without any formal agreement, which

would be regarded here as a contraven-
tion of the Anglo-Japanese Commer-
cial Treaty. : :
Moreover, the Japanese consul-gen-
‘eral at Honolulu reports that the bulk
of Japanese immigrants who desired to
transmigrate to Canada have already
left Hawadi, and that not many more

are expected to invade the Dominion.

VICTIM CLAIMED BY
STOCK EXCHANGE

Mr. Carlisle, who has a desk room in
the Oliphant office, went to Europe a
few months ago. Before leaving he had
been negotiating the sale of a farm
which he owned. Mr. Carlisle told
Brower if a sale was made to turn over
the sum received to Mr. Oliphant. The
farm was sold and Brower received in
payment a cheque for $2,750.

A few days ago Mr. Carlisle on his re-
turn from abroad, learned by accident
that the farm had been sold, and that
the cheque had been turned over to the
manager. Brower, it is claimed, cashed
the cheque and kept the proceeds.

When confronted with the cancelled
cheque Brower broke down and confess-
ed. He said he hadspent the money. On
looking into Brower's dealings with the
firm, many irregularities, it is stated,
were found. 2

«James H. Oliphant said that the firm’s
losses might reach $100,000, Brower was
released in $30,000 bail. Brower is said
to have speculated heavily in the mar-
ket and the slump wiped away his in-
vestments.

Vienna, Oct. 12.—The physician in at-
tendance on Emperor Francis Joseph
were somewhat encouraged by the t
that the patient was able to rise at
usual hour this morning after ha
passed an unexpectedly good night. He
¢coughed less and slept more quietly,
The catarrh inflammation, howeve;
has not diminished and his appetiis
continues bad, although he takes suf-
ficient nourishment to maintain his
strength. The temperature of His Ma-
jesty this morning was only slightly
above normal, and at 8 o’clock, an hour
after his temperature had been taken
the Emperor réceived his aide de camp,
General Baron Bolfras Von Ahnents-
burg and others, listening to the report
which they read.

An unsatisfactory symptom of the
Emperor’s condition is his recurring in-
difference to what is going on around
him, and to his own state of health,
which his physiclans declare is
slightly improved to-day.

Heir to the Throne.

Berlin, Oct. 12.—The prevailing offi-
cial opinion here is that should Em-
peror Francis Joseph, of Austria, die
in the near future the transfer of the
crown to the Archduke Francis Ferdin-
and would take place without a shock
to the dual monarchy, or without anv
controversy of moment arising between
Hungary and the new sovereign.

Archduke Franeis Ferdinand has
shown himself in a favorable light dur-
ing the last two or three years. Dur-
Ing recent months he has demon-
strated that he is capable of dealing
with public business. The policy of the
Emperor in preparation for the suc-
cession has been to push the Arch-
duke forward, and take no decision of
importance without the latter knowing
all about the subject. This is espe-
cially true of Hungarian questions and
the Hungarian leaders havé thus been
Er?‘ g htdnto mersonal contrget with the
elr dpparent.
