BERGS AN

BRITISH CLIMATE

_That Old Yamn of ihe Effect of Greenland’s
Floating Mountains

The monthly North Atlantic Pilot
Charts and the weekly Hydrographic
Bulletins, issued of late by the United

States’ Hydrographic Office, shows
that last ye€ar’s icebergs have not al-
together ceased to trouble the naviga-
tor in the Atlantic in the vicinity of
Newfoundland. This is exceptional,
but certainly not unique. In some
years -bergs are passed near . the
Grand Banks, where the hardy toilers
fish for cod throughout the whole
twelve months, but as a rule, they are
most in evidence from March to
-August along the western end of the
transatlantic routes. Down the east
{oast of North Atlantic, even as far
south as the shores of fair Florida,
and perhaps still further toward the
middle of the northern side of the
Gulf of Mexico, a cold currént of sur-
face water is setting toward lower lat-
itudes, and, under certain conditions,
this Labrador current, as it is called,
bears extensive fields of ice and more
massive icebergs on its broad bosom.

Every year the Arctic ice-barrier is
broken up by the increasing heat of
the more and more vertical rays of the
sun, which is moving majestically to
the northward along the ecliptic; fields
af ice, sometimes covering an ocean
area of 100 square miles, are set free,
and the hitherto imprisoned icebergs
and more awe-inspiring ice-islands
drift to the southward with the swollen
stream. Field-ice is formed on the sea
surface of the high latitudes during
the rigorous-long nights of those inhos-
pitable regions, but bergs are the ends
of glaciers which have protruded into
the sea, become_ water-borne, and are
eventually wrenched off by the upward
pressure. Once set adrift from the par-
ent glacier on the west coast of Green-
jand the icebergs start seriously on a
career the length of which depends
upon very complex causes such as
Leat, the direction of the wind, and the
motion of the sea surface currents.
8cme into the back-water of Belle
J"g\ﬁt and remain there until dis-
solv y the summer sun and the
warmer sub-surface water. At least
1.000 bergs have been observed under
way for sunnier climes in Baffin's Bay,
and over 300 when southeast of Cape
Race.

1n January, 1860, the steamer Mine-
ola passed by a berg on the Grand
Banks which was 700 feet from the
water line to the summit. On a recent
number of the British North Atlantic
Pjlot Chart there was given a very
interesting sub-chart of the waters in
the victnity of the Grand Banks on
which were plotted in geographical po-
sjtion smybo's representing phenomen-
al icebergs reported during the last
ccuple of decades. Icevergs exceeding
400 feet in altitude are rare in the
North Atlantic, but about a dozen in-
stances are indicated of quite monst-
er icebergs just about there which are

from. 500 to 1,000 feet in height. The,

steamer Lord Lansdowne appears 1o
told a high place in the record for
phenomenal ice drifts both east and
scuth during the past half century.
She passed close to the remnant of
an iceberg in 54 N. 22 W, in Septem-
ber, 1906 and in May, 1907, this vessel
sighted two lumbs of ice in 31 N. 38
W
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Many will remember how an Ameri-
can whaleship picked. up the British
Arctic disccvery ship Resolute which
had been left to her fste frozen fast
in the heart of an icy mass, and had
drifted south with the Labrador eur-
rent. She was thoroughly refitted on
this side of the stormy Atlantic which
divides, yet unites kindred nations, ta-
ken across to England by an officer of
the United States ravy as a gift to
England, and was received in state by
the late Queen Victoria as an object
lesson that, as good old commondore
‘Tatnell said, ‘“blood is thicker than
water,” even under more warlike con-
ditions. Nearly two centuries ago some
alleged weatherwise persons seriously
suggested that an intimate connection
existed between the weather of the
United Kingdom and the greater or
less number of icebergs on the west-
ern side of the North Atlantic. There
might be some relationship of this na-
ture, of course, but then again there
might not. Despite disproof of a com-
petent character this view crops up
with a pertinacity worthy of a better
cause, and the wretchedly wet weather
which was experienced by our near
kindred in 1903 was natively attributed
to the exceptionally large number of
icebergs cumbering the ocean near the
Grand Banks.

Later optimists in dong-range weath-
er forecasting have found it more con-
venient to shift their ground. Instead
of claiming for' the iceberg drifts a
directt influence upofi the weather of
places far to the eastward they have
heroically attempted to lay the blame
upon the Labrador current which is
said to be both swifter and colder than
usual when icebergs are numerous
than when they are scarce, This de-
parture from the normal, they urge,
lowers the sea surface temperature ov-
er the northern portion of the North
Atlantic cools the southwest wind
which passes over this abnormally cold
water, and so turns the English sum-
mwer into a period of dolefulness. A
variant of these plausible efforfs of a
perfervid imagination is not far to
seek.

It is affirmed that the stronger and
cooler current from the Far North, by
impinging upon that “river in the
ocean” known' as the Gulf Stream,
eompels the latter to adopt a more
southerly course than usual. Still more
recently a theory has been broached
to that effect that the Southeast trade
wind, by reason of its occasional varia-
tion in intensity in the South Atlantic
tends to quicken or to retard the velo-
¢ity of the Gulf Stream, and thus acts
indirectly upon the weather of the
eastern portion of the North Atlantic
in general, and of the United King-
dom in particular. Well, ocean me-
teorology in a fertile field for inquirer
gifted with a capacity for determining
the tunciform character shown by
Dame Nature in. her ever open book,
and although Maury and Redfield did
very much on these lines, yet there still
remains very much to be done. As a
matter of fact the United Kingdom
has not infrequently enjoyed very
warm summers just when icebergs
were very num=rous in the North At-
lantic and has suffered severely from
cold and generally inclement weather
in July and August, when icebergs on
the Grand Banks were conspicuous by
their absence.

In weather work, despite the great
assistance of the telegraphists all over
the world, there remains plenty of
scope for starting hypotheses, but At-
lantic icebergs may be struck out from
the factors of this problem of many
variables, Mariners as well as ship
owners have, however, great cause to
thank United States Hidrographic of-
fice for so carefully collecting and dis-
tributing information concerning the
whereabouts of these glacial monsters
which are so dangerous to shipping.—
Shipping Illustrated.

Just what hap-
pened will never be known, but it is
thought that the rocking of the boat
overbalanced the men lifting the heavy
weight and they dropped it; The
piece of shaft went through the bot-
tom of the boat, tearing off about four
feet of planking, through which the
water poured, and befors the nien
knew what had happened all were
struggling in the water. They were
heavily elothed and had on top boots.
savidant, a strong swimmer, was the
only man to reach the shore. He was
in a dazed condition and hardly knew
what had happened or what had be-
come of the others. The stern of the
boat, weighed down by the anchor,
sank to the bottom,.but as the water
is not very deep the bow floated well
out of the water. The tide was falling

.and a very swift current was running,
which carried the men away from the

boat, and as they were weighedsdown
by boots and clothing they had a poor
chance. Immediately boats put out and

‘grapples were procured, but it was not

uritil six o’clock that a hody, that of
Jos.
