A number of the non-union
men who were out when ,the shods
closed are back today looking for
work, though none of the union mea
broke away from ‘the ranks. They
were all taken back. There is a host
of labor offering, but it is mostly of the
unskilled class and so it takes times
for the company to fill the places of
those whe went on strike. The strikers
have pickets out, but there is no in-
timidation although the men try to
persuade the workers to leave the
shops. The men say that the sixty
locomotives which are in the shops
have the throttles removed and tha
pins in the motion taken away, SO that
tke locomotives are no use. The com-
pany saye it may be true, that thev
will not know till they move the loco-
motives, but that it will not delay them
much, and these locomotives are not

for use in the western crop, as all the

locomotives for that purpose are In the
west.

CANADA NOT PROTEGTIONIST

LONDON,., Aug. 6.—Joseph Martin,
K. C., of Canada, speaking at the Cob-
den Club dinner, denied that Canada
was protectionist. The Dominion Gov-
ernment if they had mnot eliminated
from the tariffs all vestiges of protec-
tion, they had not increased the tar-
iffs. IF the Mother Country offered to
give Canada wheat preferential treat-
ment, Canada would not take it. Cana~
dians were too proud to ask the Mother
Country to impose taxation on herself
for the sake of the gain of a few dol-
lars to them. It was said that Eng-
land was going to lose Canada. It was
too big a country for England ever to
lose. The only way the Empire could
lose Canada was for the Empire to
eject Canada just as the suffragists
had been ejected from the free trade
congress, but he doubted whether such
treatment would be applied to Cana-
da, no matter how badly Canada might
act.

In addressing the International Free
Trade Congress today, ‘Winston
Churchill said that while extending to
the colonies, - without and demand or
request for exclusive preference in re-
turn, all that we might justly and
fairly give them, we had been able to
secure loyal, prosperous and Dprofit-
able colonies.

Relief Work is Being Well

Handled — Fair Weather
Favors the Stricken People
—Generous Gifts From all
Quarters.

———

FERNIE, B. C., Aug. 7.—The ques-
tion of giving necessary relief to the
thousands of homeless men and wo-
men continues to be the principal con-
cern of Fernie. Money and supplies
have come in from all parts of Canada
and several points in the United States
but more is needed. The total cash
contribution so far amounts to $47.698
In addition, there are offers of large
amounts from two or three cities, made
up in cash and supplies. The gener-
osity of the people in the large cities
and towns of the Dominion has been in
evidence since the news of the disaster
went out and this applied particularly
to western communities. Merchandise,
including provisions, flour, bread, fruit,
clothing, has been coming in every
day, end more is on the way. Practic-
ally all western Canada is covered in
the list of communities making contri-
butions. Cities and towns further east
have asked what formgtheir assistance
should take, and the reply has been
sent that cash would be most accept-
able.

The procedure is to devote the money
as far as possible to assisting the peo-
ple to establish roofs over their heads,
as the first step towards securing naw
homes. Goods are distributed almost as
fast as they arrive, and several car-
loads have already been absorbed.
Every applicant is required to show
need, and it is a subject for congratu-
lation that very little  imposition has.
been practiced. Most of the stuff bas
gone where it will be needed, and
there have been no complaints of any-
one having been overlooked. With the
weather as warm as it i1s now, little
concern is felt about clothing, and eat-
ables have the first consideration. The
women and children are beginning to
come back now, which means that bed-
ding and other accommodation must
be provided. It is likely that wuntil
homes _have been erected for the ma-
jority of the working population, wo~
men and children will not be encour-
aged in their desire to return, Nearly
all those who were sent away during
the fire excitement, were directed to
Cranbrook, and that hospitable town
has done wonders in looking after
them, If they can be kept out of the
way for a short time longer, the work
of restoring the town will likely pro-
ceed more smoothly.
