HOLIDAYS ARE OVER WASHINGTON, D. C., Aug. 28.—Se­
veral rulings on the administration of 
the retaliatory provision of the Payne 
tariff law directed at the wood pulp 
and -paper industry of Canada were is­
sued by the treasury department yes­
terday. One of the provisions pre­
scribes -that if any province forbid the 
exportation of pulp wood tor use in 
the manufacture of wood pulp and 
print paper an additional duty of 
tenth of one per cent a pound should 
be levied on print paper valued at 
three cents per pound or less which 
comes from that province and that a 
duty of one tenth of a cent per pound 
should be assessed on mechanically 
ground pulp wood coming from such a 
province and which- would otherwise 
'be admitted free of duty under the ge­
neral provisions of the law. As the 
Province of Ontario prohibits the ex­
portation of pulp wood cut on crown 
land, the higher rates will apply upon 
all print paper valued at three cents 
or less and all mechanically ground 
wood pulp out from crown lands in 
that province.

The additional duty of one tenth of 
a cent a pound, together with a 
countervailing duty amounting to 
about 35 cents a ton equivalent to the 
export diu-ty of 20 cents imposed by the 
province of Quebec upon pulpwood 
shall be added to the regular duty on 
print paper which is manufactured 
from pulpwood cut from the crown 
lands In that province; The letter of 
instruction to the collectors of cus­
toms issued by acting secretary Rey­
nolds states that the countervailing 
duty will equal 35 cents a ton on the 
print paper as it takes approximately 
14-10 cords of pulpwood to produce a

TORONTO, Aug. 28—Arthur Bollard, 
aged 19 years, the son of Arthur \E.
