SEVERAL WITNESSES
TELL OF THE ELEVATOR

Companions who were with
Cribbs, in Opera House
Building on Saturday Night
Declare He was “Sober and
“.wy.”

The enquiry into the death of Bern-
ard Cribbs, who died as the result of
injuries received in falling down the
elevator shaft in the Opera House
building after midnight on Saturday,

present as well as some spectators.
John Kerr, chief of the fire depart-
ment, was the first witness called. He
testified that in his official position
he has power to inspect buildings.
The Opera House is attached to the
Dockrill building, the latter building
fronting on Union street.
building is known generally as the
Opera House and also as the Dockrill
building.

Witness went in the building on
Monday morning last at nine o'clock
with District Engineer Chas. Jackson
to inspect the place. He went in the
DeMille store in the Dockrill building
and went down into the cellar and
viewed the elevator well which he
found enclosed.

Witness then went to the side en-
trance of the Opera House. To the
right of the entrance is the elevator
well which is closed in by a door, and
opposite this door is a pair of stairs
leading up to the Typographical
Union rooms, The elevator door was
not closed, )

He went to the second floor and
there opened a door to the elevator
well and found a picket gate. He
then visited the elevator door on the
lower floor and on opening the door,
which had been ajar, did not see any
guard there at all like that on the
second flat, and nothing to prevent a
person from falling into the well, a
digtance of about twenty feet.

Place Not Lighted.

Witness on making enquiry found
that the place had not been lighted.
He formed an opinion as to how the
accident happened. He believed the
man had come down stairs and by an
accident got hold of the elevator door
and in the darkness had opened it,
thinking it an exit to the alley, and
tumbled in the elevator well.

Witness considered the. entrance
from the first flat was dangerous, be-
ing unguarded and unlocked. If that
door had been locked 4t night the
accident would not have happened.

Witness knew that F. G. Spencer
is the lessee of the Opera House and
also leases rooms from the owner of
the Dockrill building.

M. G, Teed, who represented Mr.
Dockrill, then asked permission to
question the witness who said hig im-
pression was that there was both a|
door and a picket barrier on the ele-|
vator well on the second floor but no
gate on the first floor.

Mr. Teed said he thought that the
witness was mistaken.

Mr, Kerr said he did not see any
gate on the first floor and his atten-
tion was not drawn to & gate being
hoisted up.’

The Superannuation Fund.

Two plans to provide a superannua-
tion fund were put before the synod
by Very Rev. Dean Schofield. Plan A,
recommended making an arrangement
with one or more leading insurance
companies whereby in consideration of
a premium to be determined by age
and shared by the clergyman and the
diocese, the beneficiary reaching the
age of 65 years will be guaranteed a
life income of $400. At least 20 pay-
ments must be made by the company,
and in case of the death of the bene-
ficiary the residue reverts to the dio-
cese for the widows and orphans fund.
Other provisions are included. Plan B
places the handling of the finances in
the hands of the bishop and duly ap-
pointed members of the diocese and re-
quires that five per cent. of the sti-

He immediately opened
the trap door in the shop floor and
accompanied by Mr. Wilson went into
the cellar and going to the elevator
door he looked in the bottom of the
shaft. By lighting a match he saw a
man lying there partly on his right
side. With the assistance of Mr. Wil-
son they carried the man out and laid
him on the floor. Witness then tele-
phoned to Dr. Christie, Waterloo
street, and told him just what had hap-
pened. Dr. Christie advised him to
send for the ambulance at once. On
arrival of the ambuldnce witness took
the injured man to the hospital.

There was a similar accident there
about 18 months ago and it proved
fatal. Witness had heard parties speak-
ing about alterations being made af-
ter the first accident, and he under
stood gates were put in to prevent
accidents in the future. Witness had
never seen the alterations.

To Mr. Teed witness said he and
other tenants used the elevator. On
the first fioor there were two doors
with a bolt on the centre and another
on the top. There is nothing on this
landing only the two doors, no gate
or a barrier which slides up, there is
nothing there whatever as far as he
saw, His attention had never been call
ed to any barrier and he had not been
to these doors since Dr. Hetherington
died about 18 months age.
